A spike on the back end of the
blade, exists in order to grapple mounted adversaries. The ax was
further reinforced with metallic rims over the shaft, thus
increasing its effectiveness in battle; making it an efficient
weapon for blocking other weapons. The runic symbols inscribed into
the battle ax, gives him supernatural advantages on the
battlefield.
