Chapter 1
Introduction


 Isaiah 5:14

Therefore hell hath enlarged herself, and opened her
mouth without measure: and their glory, and their multitude, and
their pomp, and he that rejoiceth, shall descend into
it. (KJV)

 

The late Dr. Bob Jones Senior was an evangelist in the early
part of this century. 

 

He used to say that if he did not preach at least one message on
the subject of hell during the course of a revival campaign HE FELT
HE OUGHT TO APOLOGIZE TO THE CROWD!

 

While the thought of hell is unpleasant, IT IS ALSO CONVICTING,
and very necessary that a man take the time to contemplate!

 

 

With that in mind, I want to bring to you this message with the
simple title, H.E.L.L.

 

My outline is going to be an acrostic.  I have taken the
four letters that spell out the word hell, and I have assigned to
each letter a word that in some way is descriptive of hell!










Chapter 2
HELL IS HORRIBLE


There is a general lack of fear today of the place called
hell. 

 

Years ago I witnessed to a relative of mine and her
husband.  As I spoke to them about the Lord and about how to
get saved, it was very plain that my relative was under conviction
and wanted to be saved, BUT HER HUSBAND DID NOT WANT ANYTHING TO DO
WITH IT!

 

Neither one would get saved right then so I backed off and we
began talking about other things. 

 

Later, just before we got ready to leave, my relative took me
aside and said, "Marvin, I really would like to be saved, but I
love my husband so much, that if he dies and goes to hell, THEN I
WANT TO BE THERE WITH HIM

 

The problem with that thinking is that there is not a strong
enough fear of hell!

 

THE PLACE IS HORRIBLE!

 

I want to show you just two verses here and one word in those
two verses that I believe describe hell's horrors for us today.

 

A. Luke 16:23

And in hell he lift up his eyes, being in torments,
and seeth Abraham afar off, and Lazarus in his bosom.
(KJV)

 

Notice the word, "TORMENTS"

 

Webster's Dictionary defines the word as;

"to cause persistent and reoccurring distress of body
and mind,  to distort and twist, the infliction of torture (as
on a rack), or extreme pain and anguish."

 

My Thesaurus gives these words as synonyms;


	Afflict,

	Agonize,

	Crucify,

	Wring, and

	MOLEST.



 

My Greek dictionary traces the word back to the one where we get
basement.

Doesn't that sound descriptive of hell?

 

All of these words render the picture of going into a torture
dungeon back in England 300 years ago!

 

Several years ago, my family went to Vancouver, BC to see the
wax museum there. 

 

We had been encouraged to go into the  "Cave of Horrors",
which, I was told, was like seeing Foxes' Book of Martyrs
happen.

 

I guess I just wasn't thinking! 

I have read Foxes Book of Martyrs, AND GOT SICK JUST READING THE
BOOK!

 

When we got to the cave, there is a warning sign outside that
says it is not for the squeamish and that there was a way around
without going in.

 

BUT I HAD BEEN TOLD I JUST HAD TO SEE THIS.

 

So I went in while Anita stayed with the kids outside.

 

The cave is a dark and creepy tunnel fashioned in a "U" with
several displays along the walls. The first display is not until
you pass the first bend in the "U" and it is a pendulum with an axe
blade cutting a women in two, length ways!

 

I thought I had had enough! I turned around and headed back
out!

 

Anita about had a fit! 

She told me to watch the boys and she would go through. in she
went and a few minutes later came out the other side.

 


	I had been told that it was worth going to Vancouver BC
just to see that one section of the wax museum! 

	Anita had gotten enough courage to go through
and

	I WAS SURE I WOULD REGRET IT AS LONG AS I LIVED IF I
DID NOT GO THROUGH MYSELF!



 

So I again bolstered all of the courage I had.

I entered the Cave of Horrors once more, THIS TIME DETERMINED
THAT I WOULD NOT EXIT IF I DID NOT EXIT ON THE OTHER SIDE!

 


	I had already seen the women in the pendulum, so I was
prepared for that.

	I made it to a couple of others; Madam Curray who had a
basket of heads freshly chopped off of bodies and was making wax
likenesses of them, and a couple of others



 

But then I came to one with a man, hanging off a meat hook like
thing going through his back and out his chest, AND I HAD HAD ALL I
COULD!

 

I was not quite half way through the tunnel, BUT I COULD NOT
BEAR TO LOOK AT ANOTHER THING!

 

I closed my eyes and carefully felt my way out the other end!,
Peeking only often enough to make sure I was still in the middle of
the hallway and wasn't going to run into something I didn't want to
run into!

 

It was the most gruesome and horrible thing I have ever
seen!

 

BUT EVEN WHEN IT WAS REALLY HAPPENING TO PEOPLE, IT DOESN'T HOLD
A CANDLE TO THE HORRORS OF HELL!

 

I know that I may just have a weak stomach for those kinds of
things, I CARE SO MUCH FOR HUMAN LIFE THAT I CANNOT BEAR THE
THOUGHT OF ANYBODY SUFFERING IN ANY WAY.

 

But I also know there will be no one who is though enough to
enter into hell and not be tormented by it!

 

Let's look at another verse;

B.  2 Sam 22:6

The sorrows of hell compassed me about; the snares
of death prevented me; (KJV)

 

 The word “sorrows” is the one I want to
concentrate on for a minute.

 

The Hebrew word found here can be used a number of ways.

 

In its most basic of forms it means simply, “A CORD OR
ROPE.”

 

But its most prominent use was TO REFER TO A
NOOSE!

 

In fact, the Israelites had a practice they used to humble a
captured enemy; they would put a sack over the enemy’s head, to
symbolize repentance, and a noose around their neck to symbolize
submission, and march them through the streets.

 

This word sorrows, in their day was one used to describe, BEING
CAPTURED BY THE ENEMY, OR BEING SNARED BY A HUNTER.

 

And that is exactly what hell is.

 

It is the snare of the Devil! 

The Bible says that our adversary, the devil, as a
roaring lion, walketh about seeking whom he may
devour! (1 Peter 5:8)

 

Every soul that goes to hell, IS THERE AS THE PRIZE OF THE
ENEMY, SATAN. It is his earnest work to capture as many souls as
possible and through whatever means available to him, whether
lying, or trickery, or bribery, to keep people from trusting Christ
as their Saviour, and thus, to condemn them to HELL.

 

 The "H" stands for HORRIBLE.










Chapter 3
HELL IS ETERNAL


Revelation 14:11 speaks of those who are in hell and the Lake of
Fire and says;

"And the smoke of their torment ascendeth up for
ever and ever: and they have no rest day nor night, who worship the
beast and his image, and whosoever receiveth the mark of his
image."

 

We in Christian circles like to talk and sing about spending
eternity with the Lord.

 

We sing the old hymn,

"When we've been there ten thousand years, bright
shining as the sun, we've no less days to sing God's praise than
when we first begun!"

 

We even like to change the words sometimes and sing,

"When we've been there, ten billion years… "

 

And I like to sing the Chorus;

"I'm gonna live forever!

I'm gonna die no never!

Jesus died on the tree for me

And I'm gonna live forever!"

 

I thank the Lord for the assurance of my salvation and the
assurance that with it HE HAS GIVEN ME ETERNAL LIFE WITH HIM.

 

But there is a flip side.

While


	All who have been saved will experience eternal
happiness in heaven with Christ;

	All who are not saved will experience eternal torments
in hell without Christ!



 

The "H" stands for horrible

The "E" stands for eternal










Chapter 4
HELL IS LITERAL


Unfortunately, many people do not think of hell as being a
literal, real place.

 

They talk about going through "Hell on earth"

 

Or they think that hell is not a real place but a figurative
expression of how bad it is just to not be with Christ.

 

I will refute that thinking with the words of the Lord Jesus
Christ Himself;

A. Matt 5:29-30

And if thy right eye offend thee, pluck it out, and
cast it from thee: for it is profitable for thee that one of thy
members should perish, and not that thy whole body should be cast
into hell.

And if thy right hand offend thee, cut it off, and
cast it from thee: for it is profitable for thee that one of thy
members should perish, and not that thy whole body should be cast
into hell. (KJV)

 

In these verses, Jesus said that hell is so bad, and so real,
that it would be better to enter into eternal life halt and maimed,
than to go to hell whole!

 

Now this is an exaggeration used by Jesus to teach a
point. 

 

It would not help to pluck out an eye, because doing so would
not help you go to heaven.

 

And even if you were missing a part of your body on earth, when
you get to heaven you would have a perfect and incorruptible
body.

 

Teachers often stretch a point to emphasize a lesson.

It is a perfectly legitimate and common form of teaching and
communication.

 

The point is, HELL IS REAL ENOUGH THAT A PERSON OUGHT TO DO
WHATEVER IS REQUIRED TO ESCAPE IT!

 

Praise God, the method of escape is so much more simple than
that.

 

Secondly Jesus said is

B.  Matt 10:28

And fear not them which kill the body, but are not
able to kill the soul: but rather fear him which is able to destroy
both soul and body in hell. (KJV)

 

Luke 12:5  says the same thing just slightly
differently;

But I will forewarn you whom ye shall fear: Fear
him, which after he hath killed hath power to cast into hell; yea,
I say unto you, Fear him. (KJV)

 

What is He saying in these two passages?

 

HE IS SAYING THAT HELL IS AS REAL AS THE PERSON WHO STANDS
BEFORE YOU AND THREATENS YOU!

 

Proverbs 27:1 says,

The fear of man bringeth a snare, but whoso putteth
his trust in the Lord shall be safe.

 

 Why is it, we are so easily provoked to fear man, but
seldom fear God, or fear hell?

 

THE ANSWER IS BECAUSE WE SEE THE MAN WHO IS STANDING BEFORE US
AS A REAL AND IMMEDIATE DANGER.

 

And I am saying to you that HELL IS A VERY REAL AND IMMEDIATE
DANGER FOR THOSE WHO ARE WITHOUT CHRIST!

 

Hell is HORRIBLE

Hell is ETERNAL

Hell is LITERAL










Chapter 5
HELL IS LOADED


Matthew 7:13 says

"Enter ye in at the strait gate,: for wide is the
gate, and broad is the way that leadeth to destruction, and many
there be which go in thereat"

 

The Bible indicates clearly that far more people go to hell than
heaven.

 

There are a number of reasons for that:


	Some because God's people won't do enough to keep souls
from hell

	Others because they are just too proud to humble
themselves and come to God



 

But the plain truth is, HELL IS LOADED WITH PEOPLE.

 

WHO IS IT THAT WILL BE IN HELL?

A. All those alive in Noah's day, except for eight
people.

2 Pet 2:4-5

For if God spared not the angels that sinned, but
cast them down to hell, and delivered them into chains of darkness,
to be reserved unto judgment;

And spared not the old world, but saved Noah the
eighth person, a preacher of righteousness, bringing in the flood
upon the world of the ungodly; (KJV)

 

Some historians have estimated that there were as many as 6
billion people in the world at the time of the flood.  And yet
all but 8 were destroyed for their wickedness!

 

The Bible says that as the world was in the days of Noah, so
shall it be in the days when the Lord comes again to pour out God's
wrath upon this earth. They were eating and drinking, and playing,
AND THE IMAGINATIONS OF THEIR HEARTS WERE ONLY EVIL
CONTINUALLY.

 

We are living in a day very close to that right now.

 

Not only are all those that died in the flood in hell

B. So are the angels that sinned

2 Pet 2:4

For if God spared not the angels that sinned, but
cast them down to hell, and delivered them into chains of darkness,
to be reserved unto judgment; (KJV)

 

We have already read that the Antichrist will be there too.

 

C.  Just as God is no respecter of who He will
save, HELL IS NO RESPECTER OF WHO IT WILL ACCEPT.

 


	There will be people there who were poor in this
world's goods.

	 There will also be people there who are rich in
this world's goods.



 

Luke 16:22-23 says that the rich man died, and in hell he lift
up his eyes being in torments!

 

Ezek 32:21 says;

The strong among the mighty shall speak to him out
of the midst of hell with them that help him: they are gone down,
they lie uncircumcised, slain by the sword.
(KJV)

 


	Even the strong and mighty of this world will have
their delegates in hell



 

In fact, one verse says that hell is continually getting bigger
to hold all those that are entering into it!

 

Isaiah 5:14

Therefore hell hath enlarged herself, and opened her
mouth without measure: and their glory, and their multitude, and
their pomp, and he that rejoiceth, shall descend into
it. (KJV)

 

And another verse says that hell reaches out to gain new
inhabitants!

Isaiah 14:9

Hell from beneath is moved for thee to meet thee at
thy coming: it stirreth up the dead for thee, even all the chief
ones of the earth; it hath raised up from their thrones all the
kings of the nations. (KJV)

But thank the Lord there is a way of escape.

 

Once a person is in hell, there is no way out. 

The Bible says there is a great gulf fixed so that those who are
there can never leave. But while we still walk this planet, while
our lives are still within us, GOD HAS PROVIDED A MEANS OF ESCAPE
FROM  THIS HORRIBLE PLACE CALLED HELL.

 

Jesus said in

Rev 1:18

I am he that liveth, and was dead; and, behold, I am
alive for evermore, Amen; and have the keys of hell and of
death. (KJV)

 

Jesus is the one who holds the way of escape from hell. 
And He is always available to deliver another person from going
there.

 

Some people think, that their lives have been so wicked, that
they could never escape hell, and that God could never forgive
them.  I found a verse that I believe is the answer to that
for you;

 Isaiah 28:18

And your covenant with death shall be disannulled,
and your agreement with hell shall not stand;

 

The big question then, is,


	HOW DO I GET SAVED FROM HELL?

	WHAT MUST I DO THAT JESUS WILL FORGIVE MY SINS AND
RESCUE ME FROM HELL AND GIVE ME A HOME IN HEAVEN?



 

The answer is wonderfully simple.

Romans 10:13 says

"For whosoever shall call upon the name of the Lord
shall be saved."

 


	You know you need to be saved,

	You believe that Jesus can save you and

	YOU SIMPLY CALL UPON HIM IN SINCERE PRAYER AND ASK HIM
TO FORGIVE YOUR SINS AND SAVE YOU FROM HELL.



The question is, WILL YOU BE WILLING TO ASK JESUS TO DO
THAT?
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
