Cave
of
Madness 

 

I had just arrived at the terror stricken village of Khandistan
to investigate on strange diseases that have struck the area.
Earlier medical teams had been dispatched to this remote village on
a relief campaign, when the doctors reported that the strange and
unclassifiable diseases source may be located in a vertical cave on
the outskirts of the village. A team of two speleologists was sent
to Khandistan.

 

We spend two days talking to the doctors and the villagers. The
doctors say that the village is infected by some kind of a virus
which they yet could not identify and can only be identified in a
state of the art lab. The symptoms of the sick are fever,
dizziness, vomiting, mood swings, excessive thirst to name a
few.

When I got there I did notice mosquitoes in a great number, the
doctors had already distributed mosquito nets to everyone, and the
whole village was covered in nets. Our investigation firstly
included studying the area before heading towards the cave. The
village was recently hit by mosquitoes before their attack the
locals lived in harmony, without mosquitoes this place would appear
to be quite beautiful but the large amount of them blanketed its
beauty and made it hard to notice. Local wise men say that the
village is hit by a plague every thousand years.

 

After two days after of our arrival we decided to investigate
the cave which is held to be the source of all this madness. Guided
by a local boy we reached the cave after a two hour walk, we sent
the boy back to the village due to his intense fear of this place.
The cave mouth was a down sloping ground leading to a vertical
cave. It was obvious that this cave is very ancient and to my
understandings it may be more than fifty thousand years old. My
partner made a quick assumption that the cave is a result of a
meteor strike crater being over time formed into a cave due to
natural calamity resulting mostly from earthquakes and Continental
drift. Over its mouth we saw the same mosquitoes we saw at the
village, these mosquitoes were different from those I have seen I
am no entomologist but these small and black mosquitoes seem very
strange to me.
