At least I know that in my case, I have a much more difficult
time resisting the temptations than it seems like Anita has.

 

Jesus knows what it is like to be tempted.  He knows what
it feels like to have that relentless temptation to give in.

 

Doesn’t it feel like that sometimes?

 

Like temptations come at you from so many directions it is
almost impossible to keep from giving in to some of them!

 

It almost seems unfair to have to try to resist as much as we
do!

 

Over and over the devil came to Jesus to tempt Him and to try to
draw Him into a sin.

 

He knows what we are going through!

 

He Suffered the Death of His Step Father

    And throughout His earthly ministry carried
the burden of providing for his mother.

As Mary’s firstborn son, it would have fallen upon the Lord to
provide for Mary, and for His half brothers and sisters until they
were grown.

 

One of the areas men often use as an excuse not to serve the
Lord as faithfully as we should is that we have family to take care
of.

 

There are bills to pay

There are mouths to feed

Their is a roof to put over the families
head.

 

After all, doesn’t the Bible say that he that provideth not for
his family is worse than an infidel?

 

Jesus knew the burden of providing for his family.

 

So much so that, even while dying on the cross, He asked the
Apostle John to make sure His mother was taken care of.

 

He became Hungry, Thirsty, and Sleepy

Matt 4:2

And when he had fasted forty days and forty nights,
he was afterward an
hungred. (KJV)

 

Matt 8:22-24

But Jesus said unto him, Follow me; and let the dead
bury their dead.

And when he was entered into a ship, his disciples
followed him.

And, behold, there arose a great tempest in the sea,
insomuch that the ship was covered with the waves: but he was asleep. 
(KJV)

 

John 19:28

After this, Jesus knowing that all things were now
accomplished, that the scripture might be fulfilled, saith,
I thirst.
(KJV)

 

You see, He was every bit as human as you and me!

It is just human nature to think that nobody has gone through
what we have gone through - nobody has it as bad as I have it.

 

It is human nature to think that our Lord does not know what it
takes to be a man these days

 

BUT HE DOES!

He has been there too

 

He Knew the Pressures of Having People to Do For All the
Time

Mark 2:4

And when they could not come nigh unto him for the
press, they uncovered the roof where he was: and when they had
broken it up, they let down the bed wherein the sick of the palsy
lay. (KJV)

 

Luke 8:19

Then came to him his mother and his brethren, and
could not come at him for the press. (KJV)

 

Luke 19:3

And he sought to see Jesus who he was; and could not
for the press, because he was little of stature.
(KJV)

 

There were times when Jesus and His disciples went away to get
away from the press, but were found even at their retreats - and
Jesus ministered to them.

 

He knew what it was like to be hounded by pressures.

 

At home

At work

Even sometimes when you are on vacation, there is no way to get
away from all the pressures you face.

 

Jesus KNOWS He has been there too!

There is nothing that you and I go through that Jesus cannot
relate to.

 

And you can come to Jesus and find in Him, MORE THAN just a
sympathetic ear.

He is One Who can HELP YOU IN THAT TIME OF NEED.

Chapter 3
JESUS IS MANLY


Catholicism has painted a picture of an effeminate Jesus
Christ.

 

He has long hair

Is kind of spindly and frail looking

 

Much of the time, when we think of Jesus, we do not think of a
very manly man because of the paintings we have of Him.

 

Remember, these paintings are artists conceptions.

 

No one has a painting of Jesus where He sat down for it to be
done.

 

All of them were painted hundreds of years after Christ had gone
to heaven.

 

So they are not at all accurate!

 

I submit to you that Jesus was a VERY MANLY MAN!

 

Intrinsic evidence points to His manliness


           
- He was a carpenter for many years.


                       
That is not the type of work a weakling can do well.


                       
Carpentry in their day was different even than the rough work it is
today.  Back then it included stone masonry.  And back
then they did not have the types of power equipment we have
now.

 

He would have had to have been pretty tough!

 


           
- At His Crucifixion,


                       
He stayed up all night


                       
He was beaten repeatedly


                       
Yet He gave up the Ghost - A weakling of a man would not have
endured all Christ did.

 

That Christ was Manly can also be Demonstrated by
Some of the Things He Did on Earth

 

JESUS WAS BLUNT WHEN IT CAME TO ERROR

Matt 3:7

But when he saw many of the Pharisees and Sadducees
come to his baptism, he said unto them, O generation of vipers, who
hath warned you to flee from the wrath to come?
(KJV)

 

Jesus wasn’t afraid to say what needed to be said.

 

He would speak out against sin

To religious leaders

To friends and associates

To wealthy and influential people.

 

There were times when Jesus could have appeased a large crowd
and had more followers.

But he chose to preach the truth, even though He knew most would
never follow Him again because of it.

 

There is no reason a man has to be rude and insensitive in his
speech

 

But it takes a man to say what needs to be said regardless of
the consequences!

 

JESUS WAS BOLD IN THE HOUSE OF GOD

Matt 21:12-13

And Jesus went into the temple of God, and cast out
all them that sold and bought in the temple, and overthrew the
tables of the moneychangers, and the seats of them that sold
doves,

And said unto them, It is written, My house shall be
called the house of prayer; but ye have made it a den of
thieves.   (KJV)

 

This would take boldness AND PHYSICAL STRENGTH.

 

If Jesus were a wimpy type of man, there would have been
somebody there who would have tackled Him and wooped
Him.

 

The fact that they didn’t indicates that He might have been
intimidating in His stature.

 

But, at the very least, He would have ahd to have been a bold
man to run the moneychangers out at all!

 

HE IS NO WHIMP!

 

Jesus was blunt inspeaking against sin

He was Bold in driving the money changers out of the House of
God

 

JESUS WAS FEARLESS IN THE FACE OF DEATH

John 19:10-11

Then saith Pilate unto him, Speakest thou not unto
me? knowest thou not that I have power to crucify thee, and have
power to release thee?

Jesus answered, Thou couldest have no power at all
against me, except it were given thee from above: therefore he that
delivered me unto thee hath the greater sin.
(KJV)

 

The Bible tells us that Jesus had the resources at His disposal
to save Himself from this crucifixion.

 

—There was no sin in Him, and Pilate was LOOKING for a way to
spare His life.

But Jesus knew HE HAD TO DIE if our sins were to be forgiven, so
He set His face like a flint and refused to beg or barter for His
life.

 

—We know too that, had He chosen, He could have called the
angels of heaven and they would have saved His life and destroyed
the world.

But Jesus was stedfast in His resolve to give His life so we
might live with God forever!

 

Rom 5:7-8 says

For scarcely for a righteous man will one die: yet
peradventure for a good man some would even dare to
die.

But God commendeth his love toward us, in that, while we
were yet sinners, Christ died for us.  (KJV)










Chapter 4
MANLY TRAITS WE MIGHT MISS


Phil 2:6-8

Who, being in the form of God, thought it not
robbery to be equal with God:

But made himself of no reputation, and took upon him
the form of a servant, and was made in the likeness of
men:

And being found in fashion as a man, he humbled
himself, and became obedient unto death, even the death of the
cross.  (KJV)

 

I have tried to establish to this point, that Jesus in not only
100% man, but that He is a very manly man.

 

This last message is the heart of what I wanted to get this week
and that is

 

Jesus demonstrated, as a man, some qualities that
our day might not relate to manliness, but we need to incorporate
in Christian manliness.

 

JESUS WAS HUMBLE

Phil 2:8

And being found in fashion as a man, he humbled
himself, and became obedient unto death, even the death of the
cross. (KJV)

 

Men, there is no reason we can’t be strong, manly, and yet
humble!

 

The Bible says God resists the proud and gives grace to the
humble.

The Bible also says, humble yourselves in the sight of the Lord
and He shall lift thee up.

 

A humble person is in control of his spirit.

A humble person doesn’t have to be first all the time.

And he treats his wife and kids accordingly.

 

Let me tell you something men.

THERE IS NOTHING UNSCRIPTURAL ABOUT BEING SUBMISSIVE TO THE
NEEDS AND DESIRES OF YOUR WIFE AND KIDS!

 

JESUS WAS LOVING AND COMPASSIONATE

Matt 9:36

But when he saw the multitudes, he was moved with
compassion on them, because they fainted, and were scattered
abroad, as sheep having no shepherd. (KJV)

 

Eph 5:25

Husbands, love your wives, even as Christ also loved
the church, and gave himself for it; (KJV)

 

We can be too and still be men!

A real man has the ability to do that

BUT CHOOSES FOR THE SAKE OF OTHERS - TO GIVE RATHER THAN
TAKE!

 

JESUS WAS FORGIVING

Matt 9:2

And, behold, they brought to him a man sick of the
palsy, lying on a bed: and Jesus seeing their faith said unto the
sick of the palsy; Son, be of good cheer; thy sins be forgiven
thee. (KJV)

 

John 8:11

She said, No man, Lord. And Jesus said unto her,
Neither do I condemn thee: go, and sin no more.
(KJV)

 

We need to be too!

Guys, there is no reason to hold a grudge against another!
