Chapter 1 A
Proud Look


PROVERBS 6:11-19

 

God hates all sin and all sins are equally as wicked. 
However, God separates here seven sins He especially hates.

 

It would do us very well to take heed that we hate these things
as well—ESPECIALLY IF THEY BE FOUND IN US!

 

The first thing I wanted to know is why He said "a proud look"
instead of pride.

 

I'm not sure that I figured it out except that there is
something very irritating about the person WHO LOOKS LIKE HE THINKS
HE'S BETTER THAN YOU ARE!

 

A proud look could also be translated eyes of loftiness or
visions of grandeur.

 

Why is pride so bad?

 

I)  BECAUSE IT WAS THE ORIGINAL SIN

 

a)  Lucifer fell from his exalted position as the anointed
cherub through this sin of pride (Isaiah 14:12-14).

 

When Satan went to the Garden of Eden, he tempted Eve with this
sin of pride.

 

"Say Eve, you can become as God yourself.  ALL YOU HAVE TO
DO IS DISOBEY GOD."

 

b) I believe the root behind every sin IS ULTIMATELY
PRIDE.  It's the "Me First" complex.  Pride says:

 


               
I can take care of myself.


               
I can make my own decisions.


               
I can do as I please.

 

c)  And pride always sets ourselves up as God!  Just
as the serpent said, "In the day you eat there of… you shall BE AS
GODS… "

 

The very moment we choose to do our own thing, regardless of
God's Word, WE BECOME IDOLATORS WORSHIPPING OURSELVES AS OUR OWN
GODS!

 

Pride is bad not only because it was the original sin and the
root of all sin

 

II) BECAUSE IT KEEPS PEOPLE FROM SALVATION

 

"My sins aren't bad enough to need to be forgiven."

 

Pride justifies sin with statements like, "Well, I'm not
perfect, but I wouldn't say I'm a sinner.

 

Or, "My little sins aren't bad enough to send me to hell."

 

Or, "Surely you don't think I'm as bad as that other
person."

 

PRIDE LIKES TO EXCUSE SIN!

 

b)  IT IS PRIDE that causes a person to BELIEVE HE CAN WORK
HIS WAY TO HEAVEN!

 

The Bible makes this so plain—WE JUST NEVER WILL BE ABLE TO SAVE
OURSELVES.

 

The Bible says there is none righteous.

 

The Bible says our righteousness is as filthy rags.

 

The Bible says except your righteousness exceed the Pharisees,
ye shall in no wise enter into the Kingdom of Heaven.

 

And yet pride says:

 

I'LL BE THE ONE WHO WILL BE THE EXCEPTION.  I'LL MAKE IT ON
MY OWN GOOD WORKS!

 

c)  It is pride that says:

 

IF I HAVE TO GET ON MY KNEES AND ASK FOR IT, I DON'T WANT
IT!

 

We all know people who are too proud to ask for the help they
desperately need.

 

Many are exactly like that with God.  They won't get saved
JUST BECAUSE THEY ARE TOO PROUD TO ASK TO BE SAVED!

 

How terrible pride is if it keeps a soul from being saved!

 

Another thing about pride is:

 

III)  BECAUSE PRIDE OFTEN KEEPS GOD'S CHILD FROM
DOING GOD'S WILL

 

For instance:

 

a)  Many will never consider the ministry SIMPLY BECAUSE
THEY VIEW IT AS TOO LOWLY A POSITION.  There isn't enough
money in it. 

 

When I went to Bible College, my brother said, "Marvin, why
would you want to be a preacher, THERE'S NO MONEY IN IT?"

 

Pride says,  "I want things, possessions, a name for myself
and I CAN'T GET THOSE IF I'M IN THE MINISTRY.

 

b)  Pride keeps a lot of folks out of God's Church. 
They want to go to a church that  has a good social
standing.  One that has a fancy building with lots of wealthy
folks inside.  They won't go to the little church that is just
getting by, but preaching God's Word BECAUSE OF PRIDE!

 

c)  PRIDE PREVENTS US FROM REACHING OUT TO PEOPLE LESS
BLESSED THAN OURSELVES!

 

Pride tempts us to visit the neighborhoods with nice houses and
nice cars and to stay away from the low rent areas.

 

Pride also tends to cause Christians to fellowship with only
certain people in the church.

 

God said He was grieved by the attitude that tells the
wealthy—sit in this good seat and the lowly to sit where they
wouldn't be seen.

 

While we may know better than to do that, we can be guilty of
the same thing by fellowshiping only with those who meet our social
qualifications.

 

God has nothing good to say about pride.

 

He says every proud look will be brought down and He will exalt
the humble!

 

Let's pay special attention in our hearts to root out the pride
and allow God to replace it with a sincere humility.










Chapter 2 A
Heart That devises Wicked Imaginations


Proverbs 6:16-19

 

In high school I got picked on a lot and because of it, I would
spend time by myself imagining ways to get even.  I thought
about putting potatoes in tailpipes of cars and even much worse.
I didn't do it very much, but I had a couple of friends that I
would get together with and we would devise terrible things to do
to those who picked on us.

 

In the heat of anger, have you ever said to yourself, "That
dirty so and so!  Why I'd like to… ?"  That was your
heart devising wicked imaginations.

 

As I studied this, I discovered that Satan was guilty of this
sin.  Look at Isaiah 14:13-14.

 

Let's get into the outline by marking:

 

I)  OUR HEARTS ARE BASICALLY EVIL

Mark 7:21-23. 

 

It does little good to try to deny this.  God said it and
honestly admits it's true.

 

A study on the "heart" as found in the Bible revealed that our
hearts are:


               
1.  Fully set to do evil (Ecc 8-11).  That's the sin of
stubbornness.  We are going to do as we please no matter
what.


               
2.  Full of madness (Ecc 9:3).  The word "madness" means
folly, which is a lack of good sense and according to Webster's
dictionary includes: lewd behavior or criminally tragic acts. 
We can see that in todays pornographic industry.


               
3.  Depraved (Jer 17:9).  You can't "follow your heart"
because it will deceive you and get you into wickedness.


               
4.  Idolatrous (Rom 1:21-23).  Why is it we can worship
almost anything except God?


               
5.  Covetousness (2 Peter 2:14).  The heart aches for
those things which it can not and probably should not, have. 
This is especially true if someone else already had it! 
Besides that, "the heart can be the center of unbelief".  (Heb
3:12)

 

There is no reason to white-wash the truth.  WE KNOW OUR
HEARTS ARE CAPABLE OF ANY  OF THIS!

 

God hates the wicked imagination of the heart and the Bible
teaches:

 

II)  OUR HEART'S IMAGINATIONS ARE CONDEMNED BY
GOD

 

a)  He sees our devising (Eze 8:12).  Sometimes we
forget that God sees and knows all and He sees that secret counsels
when we speak evil against Him or ANYBODY ELSE.

 

b)  HE HEARS OUR WICKED THOUGHTS (Gen 6:5).  So when
we think those evil things, those thoughts of "I'd like to… " or
those private accusations, or those corrupt words, remember, God
hears them all!

 

c)  AND HE JUDGES THOSE SINS (Gen 6:7).  Sins that are
contrived in the heart are still sins even if only considered and
never actually carried out.

 

It is a sin to contrive those wicked imaginations.  Those
sins if not confessed and gotten out of your mind will eventually
flesh themselves out. 

 

You can't entertain sinful thoughts without it somehow being
manifested in sinful action.

 

God warns us that He will judge such sins!  We need a clean
heart.

 

III)  OUR HEARTS CAN BE CLEANSED BY
GOD

 

Since our hearts are evil and you know as well as I know that
even Christians do entertain wicked imaginations sometimes, I
searched the Bible for a formula on HOW TO HAVE OUR HEARTS
CLEANSED.  I found five things that I have ordered A-E.

 

A.  Admit that your heart is wicked and that you need God's
help to have it cleansed (Pro 20:9).  This is true of any
sin.  The first step to being freed of it, is to bring it to
God!

 

B.  Believe God the for the cleansing (Acts 15:9). 
God purifies our hearts by faith.  Faith, first to get saved
and faith secondly, to live a clean life!

 

C.  Claim the promise of God's Word (Eze 36:26).  I
want a new heart given to me from God.

 

D.  Determine to have a heart after God (2 Chron
11:16).  Living for God isn't easy.  Having a heart that
is free of wicked imaginations won't come without being
determined ; without having set your heart to seek the Lord
despite the obstacles.

 

E.  Express your request to God (Ps 51:10).  "Create
in me a clean heart O God… "  Who could possibly pray that
with persistence and fervency  for any length of time and not
be granted the request?

 

One last observation before we close.

 

God says He hates the heart that devises wicked
imaginations.  In Psalm 51:17, the Bible says … "a broken
and contrite heart, O God thou wilt not despise."

 

A broken heart is one that will pour out the wickedness before
God and in humility ask for cleansing.  God won't despise
that!

 










Chapter 3
Feet Swift To Mischief


Proverbs 6:16:19

 

Of all of the exterior parts of our body, the foot is the least
glorious of all.

 

We enjoy beautiful hair, hands, and a beautiful face.

 

We like to glory in those things, BUT VERY FEW PEOPLE RUN AROUND
MAKING A BIG DEAL OF FEET!

 

We usually keep our feet covered—and when we do take our shoes
off, everybody wishes we'd kept them on!

 

But the feet, like the tongue, CAN BE USED FOR BOTH GOOD AND
EVIL.

 

It seems to me that  most of the time when the Bible speaks
about the feet, it refers to our standing on the foundation upon
which we base our life.

 

Psalm 40:2 says,  He brought me up also out of an
horrible pit, out of the miry clay, and SET MY FEET UPON A ROCK,
and established by goings.

 

We bow at the feet of the Saviour.  God's Word says that
everything has been put under Christ's feet.

 

I.)  FEET CAN BE USED FOR EVIL

 

a)  There are at least three other verses which imitate
Proverbs 6:18:

 


               
Isaiah 39:7


               
Proverbs 1:16


               
Romans 3:15

 

When you couple Proverbs 6:18 with Romans 3:15, you see that
every man is guilty of this thing which God hates!

 

b)  Feet are a good picture of our tendency to sin BECAUSE
FEET GET DIRTY SO EASILY.

 

In Ezekial 34:18, it makes reference to fouling the water with
our feet!

 

Feet are just thought of as dirty!

 

It's nice for a husband and wife to touch.  I like to touch
Anita's cheeks with my hand.  But if I were to put my foot
anywhere near her face, it's likely to get chopped off!

 

c)  I thought Proverbs 6:13 was really instructive. 
The naughty person "speaketh with his feet."  Where you go,
SAYS A LOT ABOUT YOU!

 

Look at Proverbs 5:1-5.  Proverbs 7:4-12 is very
similar.

 

It's not hard to figure out what a person is like just by
watching where they go and who they run with!  

 

*  By the way, when God cursed the serpent in the Garden,
He ripped of his legs and feet.  He wouldn't be swift to run
to mischief anymore!

 

d)  I believe there is also an attitude inferred in
Proverbs 6:18 because they are swift in running to
mischief.

 

Because of our  sin nature, even the best of Christians get
themselves into trouble sometimes don't they?

 

But here we've got people who are looking for the opportunity to
get into mischief!

 

As soon as they hear that mischief is in the making, they are
running to get involved!

 

I think it's this attitude of anxiousness—desiring to do the
sinful thing that God hates!

 

On the other hand:

 

II)  FEET CAN BE USED FOR GOOD

 

Look at Isaiah 52:7.

 

How beautiful upon the mountains are the feet of Him that
bringeth good tidings that publisheth peace; that bringeth good
tiding of good, that publisheth salvation that saith unto Zion, THY
GOD REIGNETH.

 

Romans 10:15 gives the New Testament counterpart: 

 

And how shall they preach except they be sent?  As it
is written, HOW BEAUTIFUL ARE THE FEET OF THEM THAT PREACH THE
GOSPEL OF PEACE and bring good tiding of good things!

 

Here is a lesson found all the way through the Bible. 
Whenever God tells us the negative, it's to point us to the thing
we can do about it.

 

God doesn't tell us we're sinners on the way to hell because He
wants us to go there, BUT SO WE'LL SEE OUR PLIGHT AND SEEK
SALVATION.

 

God doesn't tell us He hates feet that are swift to run to
mischief except so we'll go something about it.

 

There is a glorious option.  We can go from feet hated by
God to feet BEAUTIFUL IN GOD'S SIGHT!

 

III)  HOW DO WE MAKE THE SWITCH?

 

I'm speaking to the saved here.  No amount of "Good deeds"
will please God if you have rejected Christ as Saviour so these
suggestions are after salvation. 

 


               
1.  Refrain from evil (Psalm 119:101).  You've got to
make a determination.  I'll not run to mischief!

 

 My kids like to play outside in the sand pile and
obviously get dirty.  But we don't clean them up until they
have finished playing in the sand pile. What good would it do to
get washed up IF YOU KNOW YOU'LL GO RIGHT BACK TO THE MIRE?

 

You've got to decide.  I'll not run to mischief.  I'll
refrain my feet from evil.

 


               
2.  Let God's Word cleanse you (Eph. 5:26).  Psalm 119:11
says, The Word have I hid in mine heart that I might not sin
against thee.

 

When we get into God's Word and begin to apply it to our lives,
IT CLEANS US UP!

 

3.  Put on clean shoes (Eph. 6:15).  When our kids are
done playing we take off their play clothes, clean them up and
put  clean clothes and shoes on them.

 

The shoes we ought to be wearing, according to Ephesians, IS THE
PREPARATION OF THE GOSPEL OF  PEACE.

 

WE ARE PREPARED TO GIVE THE GOSPEL and we'll go where ever God
sends us to do it.  Those are the feet God says are
beautiful!










Chapter 4 A
False Witness that Speaketh Lies


Proverbs 6:16-19

 

God hates seven things and TWO OF THEM INVOLVE LYING.

 

The serpent in the Garden of Eden bore a false witness as to the
veracity of God's Word and the results of disobedience to God.

 

We have already had one message on lying—let's just say tonight
that it is doubly hateful to our Lord and then concentrate on this
one type of lying—BEARING FALSE WITNESS.

 

Let's look first at the

 

I)  WARNINGS AGAINST FALSE WITNESS

 

Probably the most significant of these is Exodus 20:16. 
Thou shall not bear false witness against thy
neighbor.

 

This is one of the Ten Commandments and while Bible-believers do
not view any portion of the Bible as more inspired than the rest,
the world does hold a high regard for the Ten
Commandments. 

 

Jesus affirmed the Ten Commandments for New Testament times in
Matthew 19:16-19  as the good thing that must be
done to enter eternal life.

 

Thou shalt not bear false witness is a basis of  the
foundation of a civilized nation.

 

Even non-Christians see rules such as


               
thou shalt not kill


               
thou shalt not commit adultery


               
thou shalt not steal


               
and thou shalt not bear false witness

AS ESSENTIAL ELEMENTS OF A FREE SOCIETY!

 

Further warnings against being a false witness are verses like
Proverbs 101:5.  Whoso prively slandereth his neighbor,
him will I cut off…

 

The Bible calls the slanderer or false witness a hypocrite and a
fool.

 

As I studied this, I found two

 

II) WAYS TO BE A FALSE WITNESS

 

1.  The false witness distorts the truth about
himself.  He is saying my witness is true, when in reality he
is a liar!

 

The false witness is saying, "Believe me, I am a man of honesty,
integrity and truthfulness."  In reality, he is full of
tricking, deceitfulness and lies.  The false witness is a
whipcord in that he presents himself to be one thing, while inside
he is completely another!

 

2.  Secondly, the false witness distorts the truth about
that which he witnesses.  In other words, he tells a lie!

 

He says this is what I witnessed, when in fact, that is not at
all what happened and he knows it.

 

I think we Christians are most prone to be false witnesses by
saying, WE ARE NOT WITNESSES AT ALL!

 

In order to stay out of problems, we might we tempted to
withhold information we have by saying we haven't seen
anything.

 

If I saw somebody commit a crime and because I was afraid to get
involved, I didn't say anything about it, I would be a false
witness!

 

 

III)  WHY OF THE FALSE WITNESS!

 

The false witness may be trying to

1.  GAIN PERSONAL RECOGNITION

 

This is what Annanias and Sapphira did in Acts 5:1-10. 
They distorted the truth TO GAIN PERSONAL RECOGNITION FOR
THEMSELVES.

 

All these people had sold what they had and gave it to the
church.  Annanias and Sapphira wanted the recognition of being
in that "SPIRITUAL" crowd and they wanted to keep some of the money
as well.

 

Have you ever distorted the truth just a fraction to make
yourself look better?  That's being a false witness.

 

2.  A FALSE WITNESS MAY BE SEEKING PERSONAL GAIN. 

 

That's what the soldiers did after Jesus' resurrection (Matt
28:12-15).  These soldiers distorted the truth for personal
gain.  Not only for money, but to save their lives.

 

And a false witness may want

 

3.  TO INJURE ANOTHER PERSON

 

Out of hatred for another they may bring a false witness just to
hurt them.  Teenagers are good at this.

 

When I was a youth leader, one of our girls was so jealous of
one of the other girls because she had a boyfriend, she began to
write letters saying that this boy and girl were doing immoral
things.  YOU CAN IMAGINE THE PAIN SHE CAUSED!

 

Eventually she had to admit that she had made up all those
things and she was the one who was really hurt. 

 

We Christians ought to be people of absolute integrity.

 

Ephesians 4:25 ought to be our watchword tonight knowing that
God hates the false witness that speaketh lies.

 

… LET'S PUT  AWAY LYING AND SPEAK EVERY MAN TRUTH WITH
HIS NEIGHBOR…  










Chapter 5 He
That Soweth Discord Among Brethren




Proverbs 6:16-19

 

 Notice the writer says, "God
hates six things.  Let me add one more.  THERE ARE SEVEN
THINGS GOD HATES."

 

This seventh abomination is unique in that THIS IS THE ONLY ONE
THAT SAYS GOD HATES THE INDIVIDUAL INVOLVED IN THE SIN.

 

We always teach to hate the sin, not the sinner and I still
do.

 

Yet here is a case where God says I HATE THE PERSON WHO SOWS
DISCORD AMONG BRETHREN.

 

This sin of sowing discord then, IS ONE WE SHOULD PAY PARTICULAR
ATTENTION TO FORSAKE.

 

I am sure that there is very little that can cause damage to the
church of our Lord Jesus Christ like some one who sows discord
among the brethren!

 

In fact, it is specifically mentioned in our church by-laws that
we will consider sowing discord AS A SERIOUS OFFENSE.

 

I)  ITS CAUSE

 

The word discord means contention or strife.  In fact, in
several cases the Hebrew word rendered discord is also rendered
strife.

 

I looked at those instances and saw that DISCORD IS LIKE A—

 

1.  Seed which can be sown (Proverbs 6:19).

When you sow a seed, you plant something that is very little and
nurture it SO THAT IT GROWS.

 

Many times the person who sows discord IS TAKING NOTHING AT ALL,
perhaps a lie, or maybe some misunderstanding and planting that
seed among the brethren.  Maybe it is embellishing a story by
telling it in just the right way so that it seems more important
than it is IN HOPES THAT THEY CAN CAUSE A MAJOR STRIFE!

 

I have heard of churches being DESTROYED because of one member
who began to go from one member to another planting seeds of
discord!

 

2.  A FIRE WHICH CAN BE STIRRED UP (Proverbs 10:18).

Strife is the same Hebrew word for discord.

 

In any congregation you have personality differences,
misunderstandings, etc.  We are all human and make mistakes,
but we try to forgive and not worry about these little
differences.

 

The person who stirs up strife takes that little ember of a
difference AND STIRS IT UP TRYING TO MAKE A ROARING FLAME FROM
IT!

 

3.  Discord is A TALE WHICH SHOULD NEVER BE TOLD (Proverbs
26:20).

 

The one who likes to sow discord, loves to get a hold of some
juicy piece of gossip to tell on somebody else.

 

It may be true, or it may be exaggerated, but the talebearer
uses it to sow discord!

 

Discord can be spread


           
by something made up


           
by some little spark that has been dealt with


           
or by a piece of information that should not be spoken.

 

The one who sows discord is using whatever it is FOR THE PURPOSE
OF CAUSING STRIFE!

 

II)  A CURE

 

1.  SEEK TO HAVE THE MIND OF CHRIST (Phil. 2:1-5).

The last thing Jesus would have done was to try to sow
discord. 

 

He would always put others first;  love others; and look
out for others.

 

If we seek the mind of Christ we'll not be talebearers or busy
bodies going around trying to stir up trouble!

 

2.  ENDEAVOR TO KEEP UNITY (Eph. 4:1-13).

Even in Paul's day, Christians had differences.  If a
church is going to have unity,    it's because the
members work at it!

 

Even in the home, you'll not find unity if the husband, wife and
kids are all selfishly doing their own thing.

 

UNITY COMES FROM PLANNING AND PURPOSING TO HAVE UNITY.

 

3.  DO NOT RECEIVE DOUBTFUL DISPUTATIONS (Romans 14:1).

Also look at 1 Timothy 4:7, 6:3-5 and Titus 3:9.

 

When somebody wants to tell you something that will cause
strife, I believe you should do three things:


           
1.  Refuse to hear it.


           
2.  Rebuke them for trying to tell you.


           
3.  Tell your pastor, but no one else.

 

4.  IN LOVE COVER OTHERS SINS (Proverbs 10:12).

This does not mean we condone the sin.  We will rebuke sin
and try to restore the sinner.

 

But in love, we don't go around telling people about someone
else's sins.  ALL THAT WILL DO IS STIR UP DISCORD.

 

5.  THERE CAN COME A TIME THAT THE ONE WHO SOWS DISCORD
MUST BE REMOVED (Proverbs 26:20 & 22:10).

To tell you the truth, I would hesitate ever removing a person
from the church for anything else but this.  I would seek to
restore ALMOST ANYBODY.   BUT THE ONE WHO SOWS DISCORD
would probably be removed almost immediately upon proof that they
have sown discord and refused to stop.

 

III)  IT COUNTER

(Matthew 5:9).

If the one who sows discord seeks to stir up strife then the
opposite of that would be one WHO SEEKS TO BRING PEACE.

 

It's not always possible, but we are told AS MUCH AS LIES WITHIN
US TO LIVE PEACEABLY WITH ALL MEN (Romans 12:18).

 

Paul said that God had given him the ministry of reconciliation
(peace maker), I'd much rather be know for promoting unity in the
church than sowing discord, wouldn't you?

 

God has been good to this church.  We have very seldom had
a problem with people trying to sow discord or make trouble.

 

Only you know what is in your heart.  Are you one who is
tempted to be a talebearer or to cause strife? 

 

The best time to take care of any problem IS BEFORE IT IS A
PROBLEM, so we all should ask God to help us to see when what we
are doing is sowing discord.

 

Make a commitment that BY GOD'S GRACE, WE'LL SEEK TO BUILD UNITY
IN GOD'S CHURCH, RATHER THAN SOW DISCORD.
