Never is a bad idea as you will just end up shrivelling up
inside

Not a very worthwhile life for a snail

There are always going to be people who stamp on snails, knowingly
and unknowingly

a sad fact of life for snails

So the best lives are spent by the snails who are the bravest and
spend quite a bit of time with their soft bits out.
