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 About 6 millions of Jews was killed in the Nazi’s camps at
WW II, also Gypsies, homosexuals, mentaly ill and handcapped.

 

 

 In this book, the author seeks denounce this kind of
segregation hoping that future generations do not produce the
harmful effects of the last 2000 years.

1)  Brief history of the Judaism





            

 

 


           
The term anti-Semitism, also spelled as antissemtism, basically
means something or someone other hand, that combat or enemy of the
Semitic people, in this case, the Jews, but not only Jews are
Semites. The Semitic word has the meaning of children or
descendants of Shem, son of Noah, the patriarch instructed by God
to repopulate the world after the Flood, which occurred by the fact
that God regretted creating man and having made it rain for forty
days and forty nights, eliminated almost all the human race on
Earth, except those in the ark. Before the flood God decided to
save Noah, to have this, found favor in the eyes of the Lord:

 

 

 

(Genesis 6:7) – And the Lord said: I will destroy the man whom I
have in the face of the earth, both, man and beast, and the reptile
and birds of the heavens, because I regret that I have made
him.

 

 

 (Genesis 6:8) - But Noah found grace in the eyes of the
Lord.

Noah means rest, peace.



         



            After
the Flood, the earth was then repopulated by Noah's descendants,
including his most famous sons, Shem, Ham and Japheth According to
the Book of Genesis, Noah lived 950 years and his wife's name was
Namath. Abraham and Lot have been descendants of the Patriarch of
the Flood.





            Shem,
one of his sons was a hundred years old when the flood lived to be
six hundred years, and there is a theological trend that claims to
have been without the Melquesedeque priest king of Salem, who would
later become Jerusalem, but this story is still denied by most
scholars. Shem, he lived to the time of Abraham and Isaac. Their
descendants are, therefore, the Semites.


           
It’s ShemSbelieved that Shem was the eldest son of Noah, because to
be named always before his brothers. In the episode of drunkenness
of Noah, when Cam and his son Canaan they see the nakedness of the
Patriarch, the grandson of Noah, Canaan is cursed by him while Shem
is blessed. It may have been a prophecy that the descendants of
Shem would inherit the Land of the Canaanites, Canaan. Canaan was
what are now Israel, West Bank, southern Lebanon and Syria.





 (Genesis 9:25) - And he said: “Cursed be Canaan a servant of
servants shall he be unto his brethren.”





            Was
a descendant of Shem, the Patriarch Heber, who lived 464 years and
starred in a divine punishment, when, because we have forgotten the
flood and were worshiping idols, God sends a great drought and then
a major storm which Heber and a few others survived. His
descendants were called Hebrews, who, two millennia before the
Christian era were established in the Middle East, and led the
Israelites or Jews, as Jacob, Abraham's son, became known as
Israel, which "fought with God," according to the biblical
narrative.

 





            (Genesis
35:10) - And God said unto him, Thy name is Jacob, not be called
any more Jacob, but Israel shall be thy name. She named him
Israel.

 





            Heber,
therefore, is the patriarch who led the Hebrews out of which the
Israelites. There are other people descendants of the Hebrews, but
are not Israelis, as the Arabs and other peoples who inhabit or
inhabited the modern Middle East: Aramaic, Phoenicians and
Assyrians. Already, a Jew is a more specific term and refers to
those born in Judea, the region located between the Mediterranean
Sea and the Dead Sea. The word Judah means praise. It also refers
to the descendants of Judah, one of the sons of Jacob (Israel).
Judea was occupied by Rome in the times of Jesus and Pontius Pilate
was the most famous governor of the region.

 

          
 

 

Thus, God promised Abraham that he would be the father of a
great nation, and the deal spread to other Patriarchs, and Moses.
God demanded that the men were circumcised as a sign of the
covenant with Abraham, who was circumcised at age 99. Since then,
circumcision is practiced in every Jewish male.

 

 

 

          
When the conversion of a Gentile to Judaism, regardless of age, the
convert should perform the circumcision, which means cutting back
on the case of the foreskin. It is a requirement that every Jew to
be circumcised, to recall the covenant between God and Abraham.

 

 

 



            Traditionally,
it is said that Israel is the apple of God's eyes. The close
relationship between God and the Jewish prophets over the
centuries, the pride in their religion, mixed intolerance proved
that people in the last 2,000 years and many recommendations made
by God to the Jewish prophets, resulted in the attitude of not
abandon its religion and avoid close contact with the Gentiles,
such as wedding, commercial and social relations, among other
factors. Thus, one usually emphasizes Jewish marriage to a Jew,
rather than a Catholic, for example, trade relations, the priority
is, where possible, employment for a Jew rather than a Gentile.
This is also in social relations, but on a much smaller scale. In
fact, this way of being, occurs in any community residing in a
foreign country, but it is not uncommon to see a Jew marrying a
non-Jewish woman. However, your child will not be Jewish, as a Jew,
born of a Jewish mother, and not a father. This decision, made for
centuries, makes the Jew as a priority to marry a woman of the same
ethnicity, sub-risk of not having a Jewish son, which is very
difficult to accept. This position has led many to think that the
Jew does not mix.

 

 


           
 It is a tradition that makes many nations believe that the
Jew is somewhat traditionalist, did not have the habit to become
part of Jewish society not as expected. So this is a normal
behavior in any society, that some people look abroad to promote
his brother, his countryman and friend, limiting access to people
who do not share their tradition, religion or ethnicity. Few ethnic
groups in the history of migration and immigration have been
absorbed by the dominant ethnic group. If this occurred frequently,
some people will dilute in overseas locations. This reasoning is
important when we analyze the relations of Jews with other peoples,
as we shall see later.

 



            The
great Portuguese writer, one of the largest in history, José Maria
Eça de Quiroz complained, often, not the full integration of Jews
to the Portuguese society. Despite his admiration for the Jewish
people, he often criticized this stance, interpreting it as if it
were a repudiation of the traditions of Lusitania. However, if a
race to the dilution in other cultures, in a few generations can no
longer exist, or become unrecognizable.

 



           
 So we have a sketch, whose terms will help to understand the
phenomena that led to the origins of anti-Semitism. The biblical
story shows how some important facts processed as outlined above,
but do not justify the beginning of persecution imposed on Jews, a
fact that would occur much later.

 

         It is clear
that the Diasporas and the wars had no anti-Semitic slant, having
been isolated episodes. We believe that anti-Semitism arose after
the death of Jesus into Jerusalem. Before this, the Jews were not
persecuted for being Jews, but because other factors such as the
location of the occupied territories such as Palestine, which were
coveted by geographical factors and trade, and not because they
profess their faith. The Babylonians, as has been invaded Judea by
commercial interests and expansionist, and not because they are
Semites. In the episode of the Exodus in Egypt, the Hebrews,
including the Israelites were made slaves for fear of Pharaoh, when
they were in large numbers could represent any danger to the
nation, not because they are Israelis.

 



          There
have been many mishaps in the history of the Jewish people,
especially the deportation to Babylon, where, in 598 BC
Nebuchadnezzar II (632-562 BC), who conquered the Kingdom of Judah
and destroyed Solomon's Temple and deported the Jews after the
surrender of King Jehoiachin. Nebuchadnezzar II also became famous
for having built the Hanging Gardens of Babylon, one of the Seven
Wonders of the ancient world. After liberation from the yoke of
Babylon, many Jews returned to Judea, but many have spread across
the world, a fact which is known as the Diaspora. Babylon was the
capital of the Sumerian Empire and was located in modern Iraq.
Earlier, in 722 BC, the Kingdom of Israel in northern Judea was
almost destroyed by the Assyrians and the Jews of southern Judea
end up having to pay very high taxes to the Babylonians, a fact
which, however, the invasion. The Twelve Tribes were divided into
two regions of Palestine: Ten of the twelve tribes were on the
north, Israel and two in the south, in Judah, or Judea.  The
ten

Northern tribes simply disappeared and, with the borders
unguarded, Judea had to try to negotiate a non-invasion, but this
became possible.

 



            A
second Diaspora occurred after the year 70 AD when the Romans
destroyed Jerusalem and the Jews started to spread in the East, in
Africa and Europe.

 

 


           
  Was only in 1948, when the State of Israel was
established, that the Jews returned to their homeland. It is
believed that, currently, 13 million Jews live in the world, of
these, 7 million live in the State of Israel. This number could be
much larger were it not for the Holocaust of World War II, where,
according to scholars, over six millions of Jews were killed.




 

 



           
 In this introduction, we see clearly that some facts
contribute to the cohesion of the Jewish people from God's covenant
with Abraham. The descendants of the first prophet of Israel were
called for this alliance, which later evolved to the formation of
an ethnic group supported this pact, to differentiate themselves by
being, as they say, the people of God. With a status of people
chosen by the Creator, the descendants of Abraham are committed to
maintaining this position, not allowing traditions of another race
may have on the very tradition, trying to keep it intact over the
centuries. This creates animosity by non-Jews, who interpret this
posture so wrong, and therefore criticize the position taken. In
the biblical passage that tells the drunkenness

of Noah, it becomes clear why the Patriarch curses his grandson,
Canaan, not Ham, his son, seeing him naked.

Historical origins of anti-Semitism.

 



           
  It is known that the Jews in ancient Rome to the empire
of Claudio, (41 to AD 54) were never persecuted and there is news
that they were marginalized. Those who lived in Rome were treated
like any other citizen and never heard of prejudice against the
community. Julio Cesar gave them the right to freely practice their
religion. Some writers have condemned because they do not worship
the Roman gods. However, the empire of Claudio, there was even the
act of expulsion of the Jews of Rome, recounted Suetonio, in his
book "Lives of the Twelve Caesars"

 





"As the Jews were constantly causing disturbances at the
instigation of CRESTO, he (Claudius) expelled them from Rome."

 



          

            Creston,
which should not be confused with Christ, was a Jewish slave, who
rampaged through several synagogues in the era of Claudio. Others
advocate that Cresto would be a misspelling of Christ, Suetonio,
who did not know Jesus used to describe the clashes between Jewish
Christians and non-Christians, which caused these riots, each
defending his position to accept or reject Christ as the Messiah.
Because these disorders, the Emperor Claudio decides to simply
expel the Jews from the city.

 

 



            The
growth of Christianity and the guilt imputed to the Jews for the
death of Christ, through oral tradition, and soon after the
compilation of the Gospels, have become decisive factors for the
emergence, spread and continuity of anti-Semitism.

 

 



             Jesus
Christ was crucified by order of Pontius Pilate accused of
promoting unrest and calls himself King of the Jews. In the
Gospels, there are a series of accusations leveled against Jews, to
make them responsible for the crucifixion.





(Matthew 27:23) - The president said, `Why, what evil has he done?
And they cried out exceedingly, saying: Crucify him.





(Matthew 27:25) - Then answered all the people said, His blood be
on us and on our children.

 



(Mark 15:15) - So Pilate, wishing to please the crowd,released
Barabbas to them and having scourged Jesus, delivered him to be
crucified.

 



 (Luke 23:18) - But all the people cried to one, saying, away
with this man, and release unto us Barabbas.





            Jesus,
as we know, was crucified and the crucifixion was a kind of death
typically Roman, although he had appeared in Persia 500 years
before and brought to the West by Alexander the Great. The death
penalty applied by a blasphemous Jews was stoning. If Jesus was
crucified, then it was by order of Pilate. When during the trial,
the crowd calls for Jesus' death, the release of Barabbas, and
Pilate days that "His blood is on us and on our children."

 

 

          This is
the most important phrase in the history of the anti-Semitism
because it marks the beginning chronologically.

 

 

          The
interpretation given to the fact implies that the Jews were
undertaking the death of Jesus so that even future generations
would be responsible for the sentence imposed, so that all the Jews
in Jerusalem and their descendants were responsible for the
crucifixion. This was enough that, when Christianity was
established, the charges start to Jews for the crucifixion. Thus,
even those who had not yet born at the time of Jesus, were also
responsible for his death. These charges had a terrible outcome,
and the Jews came to be regarded as the killers of Christ. With the
whole of Europe becoming Catholic, anti-Semitism began to grow
dramatically. At first, a Jewish sect, the  Christian religion
grew rapidly in Europe. The Emperor Constantine was the first Roman
Emperor to profess the new faith. Constantine legalized
Christianity which later became the official religion of the
Empire.







           Thus,
it can be said that anti-Semitism had a huge increase when the rise
of Christianity as a religion. We want to make clear its view that,
before the advent of Christianity, wars, occupations and diasporas
suffered by the Jewish people did not occur because they are Jews,
but for political, geographical and historical. However, as her
stories of the Gospels, which put the Jews as guilty of direct
death of Jesus, the phenomenon has emerged and no more disappeared.
The existing right of Jews to prejudice its position in maintaining
cohesive, not to adhere to Christianity, and do not accept Jesus as
the Messiah, even though, in the opinion of the followers of the
Nazarene, it fulfilled all the prophecies of Scripture about the
advent of Messiah, imagine the striking effect that this complaint
has produced. Remember that in the first century CE almost all
religions were polytheistic, and still see a group of foreigners to
practice a ritual known monotheistic and was undoubtedly a
triggering factor of intolerance. Moreover, Christianity was
evidently regarded as the true religion. Jews cannot accept Christ
as the Messiah and maintaining their traditions, irritated
Catholics and the persecutions began.







            In
the book "Acts" are also several warnings to the Jews, which
certainly contributed greatly to the spread of anti-Semitism by
criticizing the attitude of the Israelites in not accepting Jesus
as the Messiah and, of course, being on a collision course with the
new religion. In this book, Peter, or Simon Peter, receives from
God, a revelation in which the Lord directs and allows the
disclosure to the Apostle of the Gospel to non-Jews. Apparently,
Jesus desired that his doctrine was propagated only among the Jews,
as you can see through in these verses of the book “Acts of
Apostles”:






(Acts 11:1) - And they heard the apostles and brethren that were in
Judea, that the Gentiles had also received the word of God.





(Acts 11:18) - When they heard these things, they held their peace,
and glorified God, saying: Actually until God gave the Gentiles
repentance to life.





(Acts 11:19) - Those who were scattered by the persecution that
arose because of Stephen traveled as far as Phoenician, Cyprus and
Antioch, preaching the word to no one but Jews.





(Acts 10:28) - And he said unto them, ye know that it is unlawful
for a Jew to join himself or come to one of another nation, but God
showed me that to call no man common or unclean.





            Also
in the Gospel of Matthew, there is an interesting passage, which
may represent the idea of Jesus to preach the Gospel to Jews and
not Gentiles:

 







(Matthew 10:5) - Jesus sent these twelve, and commanded them,
saying: Do not go to the Gentiles, nor enter into any city of the
Samaritans.





(Matthew 10:6) - But go rather to the lost sheep of Israel.





            However,
in the same Gospel, we observe the following place:

 



(Matthew 28:19) - Go therefore and make disciples of all nations,
baptizing them in the name of the Father and the Son and the Holy
Spirit.

 



            If
Jesus had said this phrase (make disciples of all nations) would
not be necessary revelation that allowed Peter to preach the Gospel
to all nations.





           For
words in blaming the Jews directly responsible for the death of
Jesus, in Acts we have the following verses as an example:





(Acts 2:36) - For behold, for sure the whole house of Israel that
this Jesus whom you crucified, God has made Lord and Christ.

 

 

(Acts 2:23) -In that which hath been delivered by the
determinate counsel and foreknowledge of God, hold on, crucified
and killed by wicked hands.

 

 



(Acts 3:14) - But you denied the Holy and Righteous, and that you
have asked for a murderer.

 



(Acts 3:15) - And killed the Prince of life, whom God raised from
the dead, of which we are witnesses.





         Thus, these verses
and many others, easily induce that Jews were Christ killers. For
the Romans, who imposed the sentence Jesus to crucifixion, under no
charge and Pilate is seen as a moderate who tried to free Jesus,
but could not because the Jews forced him to declare the death
sentence for the defendant. With revelations made in this way in
the Bible, a book considered written under divine inspiration, the
attacks of the Catholic Church, even with a prayer asking God to
forgive the "perfidious Jews" and that it was excluded from the
celebrations for less than fifty years, was virtually impossible
for Christians not to stand against Judaism, heard the charges and
masses in the Bible, anti-Semitism reborn in every generation of
Christians and that spread for 2,000 years. As to the
interpretation that Jesus desired that his doctrine was heard only
by Jews, makes it ironic that if the gospel was preached only to
Jews, surely there would be no persecution of Christians by Jews.
As this argument correct, Christianity was between the Jews and not
among the Gentiles. Also free Jesus himself had said anything that
could justify anti-Semitism.



            




            Having
been found guilty for the death of Jesus, the Jews began to suffer
persecution in any place inhabited by Christians. Know that in
early Christianity was a veiled persecution in which Christians are
not employed them, not to socialize and had no dealings with Jews.
Then they started seasonal pursuits, the Jews being accused of
heresy because they do not accept Jesus as the Messiah, the Savior.
During the Middle Age, Jews were blamed for diseases like the Black
Death, by disturbing the peace, practicing witchcraft and killing
children of Christian families for Easter.





            Thus,
in analyzing these facts, the reasoning that summarizes the origins
of anti-Semitism is thus: The wars, invasions, diasporas,
occupations before Christianity, were due to political and
geographical constraints, no racist overtones, i.e., the Jews did
not suffer occupations, diasporas and servitude because they were
Jews. After Christianity, through oral tradition, the Gospels and
the Acts of the Apostles, "that without a doubt directly blamed
Jews for the death of Jesus of Nazareth, is that anti-Semitism as
we know it began. So, yes the monstrous acts of persecution,
barbarism and religious intolerance and social place, especially in
Europe, they were the killers of Christ. Other factors such as
social integration is not complete, success in business and,
importantly, the management of financial institutions - banks -
that is, of course, the attachment to work and the absolute control
of personal finances and community that have always existed, and
allowed the rise social, financial and possibly policy when this
was possible since there is no news from leading Jewish political
weight in Christian Europe, contributed to the genesis and spread
of anti-Semitism.

 

     
      The Catholic Church would not
tolerate the taking of interest on the part of institutions or
person-physical, which was practiced by Jews and this also
contributed to intolerance. Manage very well by financial
institutions. It was difficult for Jews to acquire wealth, which is
no crime. Wealth is nothing but hard work, intelligence and
perseverance. And all the hard work should be rewarded.

 


           
There is another aspect in the genesis of anti-Semitism that is
really terrifying. Many scholars contend that evidence calls into
question of the historical existence of Jesus of Nazareth. These
scholars believe that the historical Jesus actually did not exist
and that the Biblical Jesus that we know is just a character
created from the religious needs arising from the conversion of the
Emperor Constantine. The governor, on the eve of an important
battle in 312, when Constantine wanted to overthrow the usurper
Maxentius and unify the Western Empire, he would have seen an
inscription in the sky that read: Under this sign you will
won. The sign were the first two letters of the word Christ in
Greek: XP. Constantine won and embraced Christianity. One of the
most popular religion in Rome was the Mithraism, where Mithras was
a god who came from the region of India 15 centuries ago, and came
to the West by Alexander the Great, gaining little popularity in
Greece and great in Rome. Mithras was born of a virgin who became
the Mother of God, was born in a cave; he was celibate,
his birthday was celebrated in December 25, the meetings in
the  their temples were in Sundays and the faithful were given
bread soaked in wine, children were baptized with sprinkling of
honey in the forehead, was abandoned by his friends, ascended to
heaven and promised to return. Mithraism worshiped the symbol of
the Sol Invictus (Invincible Sun), that reborn through the
boy Mithras and Roman soldiers were faithful to the religion. Does
the idea of a syncretism between Mithraism and Christianity occur?
It is rational to think that there was an adaptation of the beliefs
of Mithraism to the emerging Christianity? We can think that the
Gospels were written within this syncretism? Jesus was crucified
even due to the choice of Barrabàs for the Jews, when in the trial
they speak: His blood be on us and on our sons. If this
argument one day prove true, and the Historical Jesus did not
exist, then the anti-Semitism originated from a monstrous lie. It
is casa of hope  that this idea is false.

CHAPTER 2

      

 Jesus in the Talmud.

 



       

            The
Talmud is a book that lectures about the customs, law, customs and
ethics of Judaism. It consists of the Mishnah, compiled in 200 AD,
which deals with the Oral Law and the Gemara, compiled in 500 AD,
and openly discusses the Mishmash and a series of ventures onto
said earlier writings, which are interpretations of historical
facts and of laws relating to religion.

 



         



            Many
wonder why the Jews did not recognize Jesus as the Messiah, even
with the prophecies of the Messiah have been fulfilled in him. It
turns out that the Talmud, a book about customs, history, law and
ethics in Judaism, believes that Jesus was not exactly a prophet,
who was convicted of witchcraft and was hanged or crucified, his
body being exposed on a tower of Jerusalem, disappearing after the
third day. A hypothesis on the non-integration of Jews in the
countries where they lived or live, is that they do not accept
Christianity because Jesus was not condemned for blasphemy, but for
crimes of sorcery and witchcraft. In the Talmud, there are passages
like these:

 



"A herald came out and proclaimed the city streets:" He shall be
stoned because he practiced sorcery and led Israel to apostasy.
Those who want to defend it let them come and defend it. "

 



"But as nothing has been alleged in his favor, he was hanged on the
eve of Easter."

 



"For centuries, rabbis have denied it even existed."

 

 



           Many
argue that Jesus may have been, yes, sentenced to death for
practicing witchcraft,  based on this verse from the Gospel of
Mark:

 

 

 



(Mark 3:22) - And the scribes who came down from Jerusalem said, He
hath Beelzebub, and by the prince of demons he casts out
demons.

 



            A
fact like this cannot pass without even a superficial analysis. If
Jesus was even convicted of practicing witchcraft, expressly
prohibited by the law of Moses, the history of Christianity need to
be rewritten.

 



 (Exodus 22:18) - The witch not to live.

 



             The
notion of sacrifice that involves the death of Jesus of Nazareth,
his surrender to death by divine desire to redeem mankind has
always permeated Western culture. The arrest, trial, crucifixion,
death and resurrection of Christ are immensely strong pillars of
religion and cultural tradition of much of the world. Knowing that
this was not true, it is a misrepresentation of an apparently
clumsy, which became the most important fact of most Western
religion and its aftermath would cause a revolution of customs and
Christian belief. Of course Christians do not accept this
statement, saying it was false, and once again accuse the Jews of
spreading lies, as ever was told. As for the Israelis, it will
defend these writings and not minimize it by saying that although
cruel, has its positive side because it is an evidence of the
historical Jesus, like many, including rabbis, they argue, because
they know that Jesus' death occurred witchcraft and not as the
sacrifice of the Son of God, is something immensely uncomfortable,
yes, for almost all Christians. The Christianity tends to think
that sex is something unworthy of saints and Jesus is not the
exception.

 

 


           
Everyone noticed the fuss that the book “The Da Vince code.” by Don
Brown caused by suggesting that Jesus was married. Chastity, for
the Church, seems to be connected to holiness.

CHAPTER 3

          The
anti-Semitism before the Middle Age:

 





            Some
scholars argue that anti-Semitism existed when the Roman
intervention in Palestine, as in Europe, religion was spreading
widely. In 70 AD, the future emperor Titus, yet general crushed the
Jewish rebellion and destroyed the Temple of Solomon, which was
rebuilt after the destruction of the first by Nebuchadnezzar. Died,
on this occasion, more than 800,000 Jews. In 135, there was another
rebellion, this time orchestrated by Bar Kochba, who came to be
regarded as the Messiah.



     

 

     The emperor Hadrian intervened and the
consequences were dramatic: the Jews were expelled from the
spiritual capital of Judaism and many were sold as slaves. Even the
name of the capital was changed by passing its name to Aelia
Capitolina.

 

     One of the greatest thinkers of the
beginning of Christianity, was Justin Martyr (100-165), who wrote
an enormous amount of work, is remembered today by the book
Dialogue with Trypho.





         This is a
very long book, where Justin debate with Trypho, master Jewish
Christian ideas. This is a book that was read by almost all the
priests and theologians of the time and certainly had much
influence in Christian thought and the development of
anti-Semitism, although the book itself, is not exactly
anti-Semitic, as if a lock theological clash between a Christian
and a Jewish teacher .







            Here
are some passages in this beautiful book, where two schools of
thought seek to rely on one another.





"I stretched my hands to a people who believe and do not contradict
those who walk a path not good." (Justin)





"Why do not understand that the Jews who are the ones who have the
books of the prophets, not only recognized the Christ already come,
but I hate to say that we actually came and showed that, as was
prophesied, was crucified by them . (Justin)

             Great
theologians like Tertullian and Cyprian wrote many texts and spoke
several speeches by anti-Semitic slant, but nothing compared to
John Chrysostom (349-407) priest and Christian thinker, who wrote
sentences like these:

 



"Do not let surprises that I had called the Jews of disastrous,
because they are the same disastrous and miserable. Those who so
fervently rejected and refused the good things that heaven has
placed in his hands. They met the prophets since childhood and who
had crucified prophesied. Those who were called to be children went
to the breed of dogs.”

 

 



"Animals without understanding, while enjoying dishes that fill and
grow fat, become more difficult and uncontrollable and will not
tolerate a yoke or reins, or the hand of the driver. It's the same
with the nation of the Jews because they turned to extreme evil,
they became restless and do not accept the yoke of Christ, or be
collected by the harvest of his teachings.”

 



"These animals do not think they are fit for slaughter, they are
not fit for the job. The Jews have no experience with it. As proved
useless for the job, they become suitable to be killed. I know that
many people respect the Jews and they see their lives as honorable.
I urge you therefore to pick this vicious prejudice by the roots. I
said that the synagogue is no better than a theater. In fact, the
synagogue is not only a brothel and a theater, but also a den of
thieves and shelter for wild unclean.”

 





            As
you can see, even educated men, influential and religious writing
and saying things impossible to be forgotten and not considered in
their times. Remember that in this era, the overwhelming majority
of people could not read or write and had, in the church, a social
gathering of great importance to the lives of all. So, who heard
educated and cultured men uttering phrases like these, of course
created a concept highly damaging to the Jews, and that was passed
from generation to generation.

CHAPTER 4

 

Middle Age: The sheer terror.

 





            Probably
the Middle Ages was responsible for the elimination of more than a
million Jews, second only in numbers to the Holocaust. In the
Holocaust, it is estimated the death of six million Jews in just
over five years in addition to other murders before the start of
World War II. Already, the Dark Ages lasted a thousand years. The
dislike turned into blind hatred and many Jews had to abandon
cities, countries, to convert to Catholicism and thousands were
condemned to the stake on charges infamous. In France, many
Israelis were convicted of practicing Judaism. They did not commit
any crime, except the practice of religion. In Germany, the towers
of many cities, placed be vigilant to see whether, on Saturday,
there was smoke coming out of chimneys.

Middle Age was a time especially curious because of a series of
bizarre events that occurred. Perhaps, the already wide field of
the Catholic Church,which did not allow the faithful to the Bible -
read the Gospels- cause many superstitions were created,
disseminated and practiced. We have created myths about witches,
demons, and monsters and about Jews. A legend in which almost
everyone believed was that, during Holy Week, the Jews crucified in
synagogues, a Christian child, drank his blood and ate his flesh,
and as revenge for having an action resembling the Last Supper. It
was said that the Jews pierced the holy wafer with a nail to cause
earthquakes and fires, which on Saturday were practicing witchcraft
to damage crops and other aberrations. It was in the Middle Age
that many Christian nations demanded the conversion or exile with
the Israelis and the charge of poisoning wells to cause deadly
diseases. Usury, which today is the interest, was condemned as a
serious crime, punishable by imprisonment or death. So many Jews
had to convert to Christianity, abandoning Judaism to preserve and
continue even in countries where they had settled, a fact that has
generated much controversy among the Jews themselves, who
considered the conversion a disgraceful conduct and the denial of
their traditions. However, it is easy to recognize that the
situation in which many were not let another option, and certainly
those who have become should not be criticized so incisive.

 

 



            Another
focus of anti-Semitism when Europe was plunged into an insane war
against Islam, during the "Age of the Crusades." Even the new enemy
turned the attention of Christians toward Jews and many were
accused of spying for the Muslims to carry out acts of black magic
to weaken the Crusaders and join the enemy to fight against the
Christian knights. A perfumer Jew was arrested because they
believed it is the fact that witchcraft is put in a small bottle,
the perfume of many roses.

 





            When
the pandemic of bubonic plague in the fourteenth century, thousands
of Jews were killed by the various charges that they were
criticized: the poisoning of wells, witchcraft, disease
transmission through saliva, among others.

 

 

    
              The
fact that Jews are less attacked by the terrible disease in
proportion to the other, increased suspicions about them. This fact
is due to hygienic laws, or Talmudic law, followed strictly by the
Israelis. There were hundreds of massacres in Jewish communities.
The Jews expelled from countries such as Germany headed, many, to
Poland, which later became a major stronghold of the community for
greater tolerance that the country offered. At the time of the
Black Death, a third of Europe's population died.

 

 



            A
monarch, in particular, Louis IX of France (1214-1270) who
participated in the seventh and eighth Crusades, ordered the arrest
of Jews involved in lending money to the practice of usury,
confiscated all his property, had to burn all books Jewish
religious, as the Talmud, expelled in 1254 all non-converted,
having set aside this act, years later, after receiving a payment
in silver coins from the Jewish communities, which thus could
return to French soil, and in 1269, forced Jews to wear
in the chest, an identification, the star of David. This
provision re-occur seven hundred years later, Hitler's Germany.
Louis IX became, later, San Luis. He was canonized.

 

 



            The
Inquisition was another almost inexhaustible source of judgments
against the Israelis. Thousands perished in the fires were boiled
alive in cauldrons, hanged and subjected to excruciating tortures
in the torture chambers, where traction was placed in coffins with
nails, drilled by the perineum, goats and eaten by hungry rats in a
succession of terrifying evil worthy any demon who thought there.
There was, in Spain, a unique form of torture: a chair whose seat
and back were made of nails. However, it was the act of sitting on
so many nails that caused unimaginable pain, since the surface
absorbed and the weight of the tortured, as a fakir's bed, not
causing much discomfort. Beneath the chair was a powerful oven,
which made the nails reach temperatures of one hundred degrees
centigrade and seen.

 





            After
the Middle Age, the persecution continued, but at a lower level.
Some causes can be pointed to the increase of religious tolerance:
the emergence of doctrines more advanced thought and the
Enlightenment, the French Revolution, believing that Jews are
citizens like any others, and the character antireligious movement,
are considered to be citizens. This was the theory, but in
practice, the problem   persisted.

             After
the Dark Ages, there was a phenomenon that, although incipient,
helped to improve relations between Jews and Christians, with the
encouragement of culture, the revival of human values over the
period known as Renaissance, anti-Semitism gained a slight decrease
in Europe. Prejudice continued, but there was an improvement over
the previous centuries. In many countries there was the
legalization of Religion and Jewish communities could be free pear
religious worship. Already, many Jews were established as
merchants, bankers and goldsmiths. It is known the taste of the
Jewish people for the job. This explains why so many have done so
well, enriching, while many Christians, not like this, it
prospered. Of course there were hard feelings and again, the Jews,
accused of embezzlement and tax evasion, to enrich other Jews.

The fact was that Christians were concerned
about another major problem: the Protestant Reformation.

 

          The
Reformation began in Germany by Martin Luther (1483-1546) spread
rapidly across Europe, especially in countries with non-Latin
languages, and Roman Catholicism had to change their focus, which
had been weakened by division. The schism involved less money to
Rome, and to try to retrieve the lost lode, the Catholic leaders
tried actions for the lack of foreign exchange was attenuated and
became an institution less corrupt and more focused on the
spiritual part of the faithful. Thus, the Jews had a moment of
great peace, but the attacks continue. Martin Luther, the great
reformer, one of the most privileged minds that the world knew as a
staunch anti-Semitic, has written a book called On the Jews and
Their Lies, published in 1543. Here are some excerpts:

 

 



           
 "Finally, my time, were expelled from Regensburg, Magdeburg
and many other places … A Jew, a Jewish heart, are as hard as
wood, stone, iron, and the devil himself. In short, are children of
the devil, condemned to the flames of Hell. The Jews are little
demons bound to hell.”

 



           
"Burn their synagogues. Deny them what I said earlier. Force them
to work and treat them with all sorts of severity … are
useless, we should treat them like mad dogs, not to be partners in
their blasphemies and vices, and not to receive God's wrath upon
us. I'm doing my part. "

 

 

 



           
"In short, dear princes and nobles who have Jews in your domains,
if this is not my advice suits you will find the best solution for
you and what we can to get rid of this infernal unbearable burden -
the Jews."





            It's
hard to believe that a man as admired as Luther has written
something. Soon he, who was severely persecuted, excommunicated,
escaped the attacks, was called the Anti-Christ, should have more
religious tolerance, the same as you have to grow old and had a
natural death. An influential man, able to form opinions and
respected as he was extremely unhappy about publishing something so
vile.

 



            Unfortunately,
many thinkers, artists and politicians of Europe had similar views
to those of Luther. Even the art was influenced by anti-Semitism,
as we shall see later. Here are some pearls left by some
celebrities:

"Parsifal" Nazism even exist. His music, like the nationalist
almost all romantic composers of the nineteenth century, is one of
the great moments of humanity and one of the wonders of musical
art. We reject this fact and it is unfortunate that many are
deprived of listening to sublime works of this great musical
genius. If Beethoven had been the favorite composer of Hitler,
should he be banned? The fact that Wagner was anti-Semitic is
obviously wrong, but criticized his music is a shameful act. In
2001, an Israeli conductor performed an excerpt from Tristan and
Isolde in Israel and was publicly decried. Some artists, many
Israelis also left in his defense. It’s really bad to the
music.

CHAPTER 6

 

 

 

Brief analyzes of the anti-Semitism







            Before
addressing anti-Semitism in the twentieth century, it required an
analysis of the reasons for the existence of discrimination as old.
As stated in the beginning of this hard work, some events occurred
against Judaism as a purely political acts, expansionist and,
eventually, social. When Titus destroyed the Temple of Solomon, he
did not for being anti-Semitic, but for political reasons, blocking
off a rebellion that took place in a province under Roman
domination, Judea. Before, if we take as true the story of Moses,
the Egyptians enslaved the Hebrews, not because they were Semites,
but because they feel threatened by the large number of Jews in the
country. Same as the Babylonian Exile. Until then, they were wars,
uprisings and political struggles. There was no racial or religious
connotation. We believe that anti-Semitism was born when Jesus
Christ died. Since then, with the incredible growth of the
Christian faith, were blamed  Jews for Jesus' death and, from
the moment that the apostles began to preach the Gospel to other
people, anti-Semitism began to develop. Even at the time of the
Roman Empire began to show signs of exhaustion; the new faith came
to Europe and soon dominated the continent. Theologians and
Christian philosophers, almost unanimously condemned the Jews, we
believe based on the four Gospels and the Acts of the Apostles,as
soon as Peter points out the Jews as responsible for the death of
the "Prince of Peace," as Jesus called this sermon.

 

 

 


           
The fact became more complicated when the theoretical Christians,
ownership of the New Testament, especially in the Gospel of
Matthew, noted that the prophecies about the Messiah were fulfilled
fully in the person of Jesus and even then the Jews recognize him
as the "Anointed One." The near the time when anti-Semitism sat
among Christians, any behavior, words and expressions coming from
the part of Jews were inexorably criticized and fought against,
because there is a precedent that they were the murderers of the
Son of God, or himself, according to the Trinitarian doctrine
 (Holy Trinity). This act of rejection of the person and then
to the messianic of Jesus, it cost too expensive to the Jews. The
phrase found in the Gospel of Matthew: "His blood is on us and our
children." (Matthew 27:25) was decisive in the tragedy.

 



            As
the Gospels show themselves increasingly doubtful speculate whether
this sentence was said, really, or was incorporated by the
Evangelist to deliberately create animosity between the supporters
of the two religions. If this is correct, we can say that this
verse, short, was the most important phrase said by someone in the
last two thousand years.

 

 

          With the
attacks of the early exegetes, theologians and philosophers, was
created in the collective unconscious of the Christians, the notion
that Jews were responsible for Jesus' death and were traitors for
not score accept him as the Messiah. The is history.

The anti-Semitism in the twentieth century

 

 





            The
anti-Semitism reached its climax in the twentieth century through
the Holocaust. Oppose it have been terrible persecutions of the
Middle Age, during the Plague, the Inquisition or the Crusades,
nothing resembled the great tragedy of the last century. It is
believed that six million Jews died in Nazi death camps. This is
due simply to the advancement of technology, which allowed
photographs, films and testimonies of thousands of survivors. It
was like a horror movie: people skinny, dead, stacked like a
pyramid, played in large common graves with the help of
bulldozers.

 

 


           
 Children dead, rotting corpses, smoke coming from chimneys,
resulting from the incineration of bodies and other horrors, are
part of the history of the twentieth century. Nothing can be
compared to this. Many complain that the new generations do not
fully believe in the Holocaust. Informally interviewed many
teenagers when the preparation of this work and some do not really
believe what happened. Yes, do not believe in the Holocaust, at
least in its fullness. Do not believe, not because they are
anti-Semitic, not because they had sympathy for Hitler and the Nazi
regime. Not entirely because they believe that human beings would
never

 

 

do that with other beings human. Think some younger ones who may
have been an exaggeration in this story. This is because everything
was so horrible that it's hard to believe that it actually
occurred. The documentary films, photos and interviews at the time
of the end of World War II leave no doubt of what happened. But the
world has ever seen anything like that. I believe that we should
not prolong this contemporary issue, known to everyone and that has
not healed in the hearts of many, especially victims of the
Holocaust, which should never be forgotten.





           Why
the Holocaust? It is, in principle, difficult to answer this
question, seems easy. Perhaps the question is not why the Nazis
promoted the Holocaust, and, yes, for what purpose this was done.
We believe that Nazism polarized all the anti-Semitic feeling, not
only in Germany but across Europe, perhaps the world. It is as if
centuries of anti-Semitism screamed by that time. Thus, the Nazis
tried to put into practice the "Final Solution", a monstrous plan
of genocide aimed at exterminating the Jews of Europe. Why ?
However, Hitler was a fervent anti-Semitic for several reasons:
When the First World War ended and Germany was defeated, went
through a recession first time in its history. It was common to see
on the streets of great movement, former German officers mutilated,
dressed in their uniforms neatly past, begging, it was common
household spending needs. There were no supplies or drugs.
Moreover, Hitler noted that many Jews were just so. He naively
believed that Jews should have some associations that maintain and
to protect them from unemployment, hunger, misery in which Germany
was plunged. He noted that Jews were rich and many poor Germans.
Why does this condition exist? Soon, he found that the Jews were so
solicitous of them, and had Jewish organizations that somehow did
something to keep the German Jews in a good social status, even in
this time of exception. He imagined that the Jews held most of the
finances, and that one day lose their citizenship and their rights
as citizens, the state would do with the money of all Jews. This
factor alone was sufficient to justify the exclusion of Israelis of
German society. He believed that Jews formed a secret society whose
main objective was to dominate, not only Germany, but perhaps all
of Europe. Hitler believed that if one day he exterminates the Jews
in Europe throughout the grateful, and that he would be providing a
service to all Europeans. Later, in the early forties of the
twentieth century, with Europe already almost fully under Nazi
rule, Hitler began to put into practice his theories of elimination
of European Jews.

 



            He
also inherited the anti-Semitic sentiment that most Europeans had
for centuries, and justified his actions by this idea, ie, with
much of Europe is anti-Semitic, it certainly receive the support of
many anti-Semitic, even in occupied countries. Hitler was sure that
could exterminate the Jewish people in a few years and still
receive the moral support of much of Europe. In his book (?) "Mein
Kempt" in two volumes, first published in 1925 when Hitler was
serving time for trying to make a coup in Munich in November 1923,
the "Beer Hall Putsch", and the second, as free in 1926, he talks
at length about his theories anti-Semitic and he wanted to do was
come to power. So, when he became Chancellor in 1933, everyone knew
what to expect from him. Fifteen years later, the world discovered
with horror what he did with the Jews of Europe. Remember that
Hitler intended to exterminate other minorities such as gypsies,
homosexuals, mentally and physically disabled, and even the
supporters of religion "Jehovah's Witnesses. The rampant
nationalism, the blind rage of the Jews, the rise of the Nazi Party
and absolute power gave Hitler the opportunity to put into practice
his monstrous extermination plan and the result is what everyone
knows: The Holocaust, the greatest shame of the twentieth
century.

 



            The
Holocaust justified the creation of Israel in 1948 and the
political and geographical issues are still far from over. However,
should the whole world, to join the Palestine Question to be
resolved peacefully. Just as the Jews have full right to live in
Palestine, have the Palestinian Arabs. It is unfair to simply throw
them out of the region they occupy for so long, even though the
Israelis have historical reasons to live there. Dialogue is the
shortest way to solve these problems is ethnic, political and
religious. Brothers, Jews, Palestinians and Jews are required to
show the world that the centuries of discord can be summed up in a
peaceful settlement that favors both. The peace is important in
this place.

             It

Alcoholic beverages, classicism, the
debauchery, the principle and rules of the Judeo-Masonic
government, the terror. The principle of dynastic government. The
destruction of the privileges of aristocracy of Christians.
Calculation psychological. Abstraction of freedom. Removability of
the representatives of the people .I’ll make, therefore, our system
from our point of view and the view of Christians. The men of bad
instincts get the best results governing men by violence and
terror. Every man aspires to the power and each, if you could,
would become a dictator. "

 



           
"Given the current fragility of all powers, and our power will be
more durable than any other to be invincible and no cunning can
destroy it. Passenger from the evil that now we have to do, good
will be born a steadfast government that will restore the
march".

     

 

      

 

         “We pay

           "See

            Most

peace in the Middle East and the recognition of Palestine as a
nation, as recognized the State of Israel and the return of
occupied territories by Israeli forces. This is called common
sense. It is absurd that, when a newspaper stands for the
Palestinian people and is branded anti-Semitic. Recently, a Swedish
newspaper has been accused of anti-Semitism by publishing a text in
favor of territorial defense by the Palestinians. Not be confused
with anti-Semitism positions favorable to Israel's enemies as fair.
The great suffering of the Jewish people in the last two thousand
years cannot and should not avoid positions against the Israeli
policy, especially when dealing with threats to peace. So, when
someone believes that Palestine should be recognized as a nation,
is a sign of anti-Semitism? When someone draws a text criticizing
some aspects of the State of Israel, as on any other nation, it is
anti-Semitism? If one day Israel will cause some disturbance, war,
those who take a stand against this disorder, will be called
anti-Semitic? Israel has and must have it, all the respect and
consideration as an autonomous state and must have all the rights
guaranteed as well as any other nation, including Palestine.
Remember that when the foundation of the State of Israel, thousands
of Palestinians were deprived of their lands, and England helped to
promote the creation of Israel regardless of the Palestinians. The
recognition and respect for the Jewish state should extend to all
other nations, regardless of religious or historical. We all regret
the history of the Jewish people, persecution, false accusations
and the horror of the Holocaust, but this does not make Israel a
state that can do what you want to have a cruel month.

few remember today, perhaps not many know that in 1946 took place
in Jerusalem a violent attack on a hotel (Hotel King David) where
members of the British government in Palestine.
