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   In this work, the name of Patriarch will always
spelled as Abraham,except when absolutely necessary to
spell Abran, and the transcripts of verses of Scriptures,
so does Sarai and Sarah, cause they were the final names
of the couple.

 

 

   The term 'Old Testament' is not used, preferring to

 INTRODUCTION

 

 

A) HISTORIAL BACKGROUND

 

 

 


            
Mesopotamia, the Greek word meaning between the rivers, an allusion
to under-stand area between the Tigris and Euphrates Rivers, now
located in Iraq, is considered one of the cradles of civilization.
This area has been inhabited for 8,000 years.



              
At first, nomadic tribes settled in the region, attracted by the
two rivers, which provided ideal conditions for agriculture,
livestock and trade in workmanship art, jewelry and metal objects.
With a favorable climate, the region grew and soon became a rich
region and widely disputed. This is why so many peoples, races and
armies fought each other for so long in search of more land for the
cultivation of cereals, fruits and vegetables. The climate,
semiarid, provided high temperatures in summer, which could reach
between 38 and 40 (Celsius) and low in winter are often below 4
degrees while the torrential rains were now about to cause flooding
with loss of the plantation, were either scarce. The northern, more
mountainous, agricultural conditions had lower than the southern,
more fertile, the greater proximity of rivers. People in adjacent
regions, including the Egyptians made the trade with Mesopotamia
awards. Egypt, born on the banks of other important river, the
Nile, began upon to develop their civilization contemporaneously
with Mesopotamia. Thus, two great civilizations arose at the same
time, but without threats of wars and invasions. The au-presence of
military conflict at this time, since then have been frequent, has
also been important for the region to evolve socially and
financially.



            In
the year 5000 BC, after another 1,000 years of settlement, the
first villages and agricultural development driven by a Sumerian
invention, the plow, this people was truly the first civilization,
with its own, with the emergence of the numbering system and
writing cuneiform that, alongside the Egyptian hieroglyphs was the
first system of written communication. The Sumerians inhabited
southern Mesopotamia in small ways and autonomous cities. In 2600
BC, Etana, king of Kish, a city founded in 2490 BC, turned many
villages and other local towns. But the leadership, security in the
region has long been disputed by other sovereign city co-mo Erudu,
Lagash and Ur, providing a weakening of the nuclei involved,
allowing tribes attack coming from other regions. In 2500 BC, the
Elamites, coming from what is now Iran, ruled the region. Elan was
located east of Sumer and only after 200 years of domination the
Sumerians repelled the invaders and resumed local control. The
Akkadians, coming from the region where it is located today Syria,
started a series of invasion of Sumer, and were gradually entering
the field in many cities, customs and culture, to reach the point
of merger between the two cultures. Soon, Sumer and Akkad were one
civilization. Sargon the Great was the first ruler of the two
civilizations, now unified and ruled for 54 years. The king
extended the frontiers of the kingdom, entering areas where they
are located today countries like Iran, Syria and Turkey, and built
capital, Akkad, or Akkad, near the Euphrates. Sargon's descendants
kept the kingdom for 150 years, until it begins to fragment into
virtue-in internal disputes and raids, until in 1900 BC the
Amorites, led by I love meetings, made the new Mesopotamian empire.
The Amorites settled in the city of Babylon, founded in 1950 BC.
According to legend, Semiramide, mythological queen, after passing
the crown to his son, turned into a dove and flew into the sky. The
a-Morita, coming from nearby regions, probably the Arab-Syrian
desert, initiating a series of attacks, places and occupations in
the next city-states in an attempt to unify a new level. The
descendants of Amore became famous Hammurabi, the great general and
administrator. It was Hammurabi who really united the city states
of Mesopotamia, founding the Babylonian Empire, which was the first
king. Legislator introduced the famous Code of Hammurabi, with 280
articles, thus introducing a kind of penal code, lasting for
centuries and adopted by other civili-sations. From 1300 BC the
Assyrians took control of Mesopotamia, through one of the most
modern armies of the time: very well trained, with well-defined war
strategy, quite easily dominated the region, imposing a definitive
way by the year 613 BC. Undoubtedly, Ashurbanipal, who conquered
Persia, Syria and of Egypt, was the most famous Assyrian king.
After a long time domain, the Assyrians were defeated by the
Chaldeans, who then settled sovereigns in the region.
Nebuchadnezzar II was the most famous kings of the Chaldeans. It
was in Babylon, one of the most quoted in the Bible, which he built
the famous "Hanging Gardens, one of the Seven Wonders of the
Ancient World", a treat for his wife, Amita. It was Nebuchadnezzar
II who invaded the "Kingdom of Judah, destroyed Jerusalem, causing
the" First Diaspora of the Jewish people. After seven decades of
domination the Chaldeans were defeated by the Persians who took
over Mesopotamia.



            At
the time of Abraham, although it is difficult to have a precise
calculation, it is believed that Mesopotamia had around 500,000
inhabitants, is one of the most populous  in the world and
with a high density at the time, something almost 4 inhabitants per
square kilometer.

 


            Of
all the sciences developed in Mesopotamia, astrology was the
development and served as a reference for all subsequent cultures.
The craft was also a form of commerce and also influenced other
cultures.

 

 



 GEOGRAPHY OF MESOPOTAMIA





            Mesopotamia
was divided in the days of Abraham, in two regions: North, or Upper
Mesopotamia or Assyria, which included the part of Syria and
Turkey, and South, or Lower Mesopotamia, or Chaldean, which
included the summary and Iraq. Were cities of the northern region,
or Assyria, Babylon, Ur, Nippur and Asur, among others. Sumer and
Chaldea were located in the same region (south). The Sumerians
settled in 5000 BC and the Chaldeans in 613. Sometime after the
fall of the Sumerians, the region became known as Chaldeans.
Mesopotamia had as borders, a huge mountain to the North West, the
Persian Gulf to the south, and the Syrian Desert to the east. The
mountain range was an obstacle to potential attackers, but the
north had less arable land compared to the south. The Tigris and
Euphrates rivers are born in Turkey, the east and flow into the
Persian Gulf and it was thanks to the twin rivers of Mesopotamia
flourished in its 140,000 square kilometers.

            The
peoples of Mesopotamia were all polytheists and worship various
gods, many of them related to stars and forces of nature, like
Shamash, the sun god, Shutu, the god of winds, Sibzianna, sky god,
Utu, another sun-god; anthropomorphic gods, and Shara, god of the
city of Umma, Namu, the goddess of the seas, Nabu, the god of
wisdom, and zoomorphic gods, as Mushussu god dragon-shaped with
poorly defined attributes. It is believed that more than 300
deities formed the Pan-Mesopotamian Theon the various eras of
history. Amurru was the principal goddess of love, Ashnan was the
goddess of the harvest, like Ceres and Bellet Ili, the Mother
Goddess, goddess of all gods and Ishkara was the goddess of love.
Anu was the god of heaven, Enlil and Ea the land, the oceans. Thus,
each city had its pantheon. There were probably sacred rituals and
human sacrifices, as in most cultures of the time. Priests kept
sacred temples, and in many, only they could come and ask God's
blessings for the people.



            The
Chaldeans, a region located in southern Mesopotamia, was the
supreme god El, which simply means God. According to
mythology Chaldean, El was married to the goddess Asherah and had
created the world, including man. There, on El, many chronic-ones
which are lost over time, but some were left assured that it is a
god peaceful, cordial and friendly. Many scholars believe that El
is the same God of Moses, ie JAVE, although by El, was understood
any god as Baal or Moloch. As in Mesopotamia had many languages,
coming from every people, the word God was written and spoken in
different ways. Thus, the Chaldeans, El meant God, while in another
region, Baal had the same meaning. This diversity of languages must
have inspired the story of the Tower of Babel. Moloch was a god of
the Ammonites, originating from Lot's incestuous relationship with
his youngest daughter, who begat Well-Ami, which means son of
relative (not to be confused with the Ammonites Amorites), and he
was killed the newborn thrown into a burning pile. With the older,
Lot generated Moab, whose descendants were the Moabites. Moloch is
also a demonic entity in the Judeo-Christian. Already, Elohin,
which is actually the plural of Eloha, means a variety of gods of
Canaan, who participated in the creation. It is interesting that
many in the Jewish Bible, the first sentence of Genesis, In the
beginning God created the heavens and the earth, we read: “In the
beginning the gods created the heavens and the earth”:

 

Bereshit bara Elohim et hashamayim ve'et   Arets
 is Adonai, another name of God, simply means Lord, while
Ha-Shem The name means; E'ini Sof, the Infinite, is the Cabbalistic
name of God is the Creator Boreh while Emet is a translation of
Truth. Many, therefore, the names of God and at the time of
Abraham, had several.



            It
was within these landscapes that Abram was born, which means father
of many, and who later had his name changed by God himself to
Abraham, meaning father of multitudes.

CHAPTER 1:

 

THE START OF PATRIARCHADE



            Abraham
was born 4,000 years ago, probably in Ur in southern Mesopotamia,
Chaldea. Although the book of Genesis does not tell the place of
his birth, presume that the Patriarch was born in this region,
since the city is mentioned in the scriptures and the Book of
Jubilees. This book, an apocryphal, also called Little Genesis,
tells the story of creation and of various characters of the first
book of Scripture, until the advent of Moses. Tradition has it that
Moses received the revelation of the book in Mount Horeb, but that
was built years later, after decades of oral tradition. Being a
book just published; there are some very interesting passages,
which are presented below.



            The
book says that "Teré took him a wife, and his name was Edna, the
daughter of Abram's sister and daughter of his father, who gave him
a son, and Abram called the name of the father of Edna, because he
died before his daughter had conceived a child. Thus, according to
Jubilees, Abraham was the son of Edna, whose father was Abram the
same name of his grandson, the parents of the Patriarch were
therefore first cousins, and this type of marriage was very common
at this time, where brothers to marry. Only since the advent of the
Mosaic Law, this type of marriage was prohibited. Then, the book
reports that the boy realized the errors of their land to worship
graven images. His father taught him to read and write. The boy did
not agree with the fact his father to worship idols and prayed to
the Creator of all things, asked him to save him from the mistakes
of the sons of men. Apparently the boy Abraham realized that the
Chaldean worship idols, and that there was a Creator, going to pray
for enlightenment. The narrative continues with a theological clash
between father and son, the young man asks his father why worship
idols when there are no spirits, and why not worship the One who
causes the rain and dew come down to earth and made everything from
His word. Teré says they should worship the gods who loves his
people, not to be dead silence and asks his son, who does not
answer and goes in search of the divine.



            Already,
in the Bible, the father of Abraham is called will, is a descendant
of Shem, the eldest son of Noah likely, the Patriarch of the Flood,
and descendant of Eber. Is generated, and Abraham, Nahor and Haran,
the father of Lot, and Haran died before his father. Nahor was the
grandfather of Rebecca, who married Isaac, son of Abraham. The
Jubilee is the death of Haran is told as follows: Abraham decides
to fire in the pantheon of his father, during the night and Haran,
awakened by fire, try to extinguish the fire that consumes the
pantheon, but dies tragically, burned, along with idols. After the
tragedy, will you change Ur and go live in a place named Haran, in
honor of the dead child. Currently, Haran is only one
archaeological site in Turkey, close to the city of Urfa, or
Sanliurfa, a city of 400,000 inhabitants, located 80 kilometers
east of the Euphrates. It is today a city whose population is
predominantly Muslim and according to tradition, is the ancient
city of Ur, birthplace of Abraham, even to the chagrin of his
many-Historians have to defend the location of Ur in southern
Mesopotamia, in modern Iraq, the hypothesis more concrete. Perhaps
the proximity of Haran, and far from the south of Iran, which some
felt Urfa is the ancient Ur, the birth of the patriarch is
celebrated annually in the city this time, Abraham already had 60
years of age, married Sarai then Sarah, at 49 years, and his name
was Sarai, the daughter of his father, and she became his wife.
According to Genesis, Sarai was barren (Gen.11: 30). Genesis also
confirms the story from the Book of Jubilee in which Abraham and
Sarah were in May-brothers:



(Genesis 20:12) - And, in fact, she is also my sister, the daughter
of my father, but not my mother's daughter, and she became my
wife.



             Sarai
means 'Yave is Prince' and Sarah, 'Princess'.



            The
Genesis account that will have died with 250 years in Haran, and
soon after, A-arm receives guidance from God to leave town and go
to Canaan, and that he was the father of many nations, and received
the blessings and divine promises predicting that his descendants
would be extremely large. He was 75 when he left the Ivy with Sarai
and Lot, his nephew. The Book of Jubilees to another interesting
fact: God speaking to Abraham proved to be the language of
creation, which was the Hebrew Patriarch and studied for six months
rainy language of creation. In the Bible, will die before the
departure of Abraham, but in the Book of Jubilees, he blesses the
child before he goes to Canaan.



       Those who wrote the texts
of Genesis, commonly attributed to Moses, were to count the years
differently in relation to the present. Only then can accept the
age of biblical characters in this book. It is believed that 4,000
years ago, life expectancy was very low, and no one could live 250
years, and Terah, the father of Abraham. Noah, according to
Genesis, lived to be 950 years, Not even the 600 years, Eber died
at 464 years, Methuselah, synonymous with longevity up to 969 and
Abraham lived 175 years, so young in relation to the above. In an
era without basic sanitation conditions, infectious and parasitic
diseases, and with so many difficulties to survive, you can only
accept these numbers another way of measuring time have been used
to measure it. When the Abraham to Canaan, he has 75 years, in
Egypt for the curious episode in which Sarah becomes the Pharaoh's
mistress, and she is only nine years younger than the Patriarch
Gen. 19:19). At that time her age should be 66 years. Later,
another amazing fact: in the city of Gerar, the Patriarch says
Abimaleque, the local king that Sarah was his sister, so he had
said to Pharaoh in Egypt before and Abimaleque took Sarah, that is,
possessed; this occurred after the circumcision of Abraham, when he
was 99, and Sarah, 90. By marrying, the Patriarch was 49 years old,
and Sarah, 40, a remarkable age for marriage, particularly in this
era where men generally marry younger than 20 years and women even
earlier. In the Book of Jubilees, there is a passage that might
clarify something on the longevity of the first men talking about
the death of Adam, it says that the first man was seventy thousand
years as a thousand years can like a day at testimony of the
heavens. Although it is a phrase difficult to interpret, there is a
hint that the counting of years was supposed to be different. A
stream of scholars, including Augustine, argues that these facts
are not told in chronological order, and yes, random.



            The
Book of Jubilees is so named from the facts by using chronology as
a jubilee or 50 years. Thus, the first Jubilee, are the first 50
years from the Creation. This book, apocryphal, tells the story of
creation in much the same way as the Genesis. In this book, and
Cain and Abel, Adam and Eve had, after the two, a daughter, Awan,
who was the wife of Cain, and Eve, in giving birth to Cain, had
more than a jubilee, had more than 50 years. The couple had nine
children. The third male child of the first couple, Seth, also
married to the sister, Azura. It is understandable that there were
marriages between brothers at this time, since there were few
people then, when God demands that man should leave father and
mother and be joined to a woman and two becoming one flesh (Jub. 3:
7.8 ) is what everyone does. The book also tells how Cain died in
the nineteenth jubilee, when his house of stone fell on him, noting
that as Abel was killed by his brother with a stone, the stone slew
Cain.



            Abraham
is shown in the Book of Jubilees as a spiritual man, so far as to
realize the existence of one God, denying the images without
spirit, and said to his father. It is clear that 4,000 years ago,
the religions were polytheistic and the deities were linked to
various activities: agriculture, fisheries, home, marriage, health
and many others. Realizing that his contemporaries worship false
idols, Abraham will have questions, his father, who comfortably
accept the imposition of local gods, believing that if they do not
worship the gods, may he and the children die. Abraham must have
become a great enemy of the local pantheon, because the fires,
causing the accidental death of his brother, Haran. Neither the
Bible or the Book of Jubilees comment if the Patriarch was seized
by remorse for having caused the death of his brother, and that the
family had to move from Ur going to a remote location, probably in
Turkey, should have led to wrath of his countrymen, probably
awakened by fire caused by Abraham. At that time, all cultures
preserved their gods and was considered an affront to the poor, do
not worship the gods of each region, thus Abraham must have had
many enemies when he began to receive divine revelations.

CHAPTER 2

 

 

THE CALL





            In
Genesis, Abraham is called by the Lord to migrate to Canaan to
become the father of many nations:



(Genesis 12:1) - And the Lord said to Abram, Get thee out of thy
country, your kindred and your father's house to the land I will
show you.



(Genesis 12:2) - I will make thee a great nation, and bless thee
and make thy name, and thou shalt be a blessing.



(Genesis 12:3) – I will bless them that bless thee, and curse him
that you buggers-plow, and in thee shall be blessed all the
families of the earth.



            The
call made by God to Abraham, it is likely because of his character
and to have the Patriarch realized the futility of the Chaldean
gods, concluding that there should be one God. Having prayed a lot
to this unknown god, Abraham received the answer directly from the
Creator, who elected him as the father of many nations. As-yes,
Abraham leaves Haran for Canaan with his wife and his nephew, Lot,
son of Haran. That Lot be with the couple indicates that Abraham
was the nephew, great affection, or was trying to be a father
within the meaning of the word, for certainly feel guilty about the
tragic death of Haran, and somehow trying to compensate evil that
unintentionally caused the young, depriving him of her father.
Sarah, sterile, does not give children probably chose Abraham and
Lot as his heir before the birth of his sons Ishmael and Isaac.
Although Genesis does not mention directly, it is true that Abraham
was a cattle rancher and perhaps precious metals dealer, as
evidenced by the book:



(Genesis 13:2) - And Abram was very rich in cattle, in silver and
gold.



            The
position of Lot was also good:



(Genesis 13:5) - And Lot also, who went with Abram, had flocks and
herds and tents.

 

           Lot,
therefore, should have as a profession, trade and manufacturing
tents.



          Leaving
Haran, Turkey, Abraham was in Canaan and the city of Shechem, God
reaffirmed the covenant of Canaan and was in Shechem that the
Patriarch has erected the first altar, or tabernacle, the Lord in
the land. Then the Patriarch is under the direction of Bethel,
which means House of God. Bethel is 20 miles north of Jerusalem and
is located in the West Bank, one of the major regions of Palestine.
The city of Bethel is the second most frequently mentioned in
Scripture, second only to Jerusalem, and Abraham sat there next to
Hai, a city which was later conquered by Joshua. Interestingly,
Bethel was so named for Jacob, grandson of the Patriarch, and no
clues to the name of the town at the time of Abraham sailed there.
It was at Bethel, as some scholars, that the Patriarch has erected
the first tabernacle to his God, and, yes, in Shechem, as informed
the Genesis:

 

 

(Genesis 12:7) - And the Lord appeared to Abram and said, unto
thy seed will I give this land. And there he built an altar to the
Lord who appeared to him.

.

            It
is symbolically significant that Shechem was the first city to have
an altar to the God of Abraham, was then erected the first altar or
tabernacle that God would manifest itself so many times to the
prophets of Israel. But who was this God? In Mesopotamia, as we
saw, there was a huge pantheon and Abraham received the first
revelation in Haran. The Patriarch did not ask what Moses did, to
meet God first, that is, ask the name of God. If Abraham had asked
this question, centuries of discussion and speculation would not
exist. The question, 'Who is this God? "Was vital, but the
patriarch did not. He calls God the Lord, but His name is not
revealed. Many believe that the God of Abraham was Yahweh, the God
of Moses. Indeed, among the religions which have Abraham as
Patriarch, among the laity, there is a consensus that it is,
without doubt, be the same. However, many scholars believers it is
two different entities. Many argue that the God of Abraham was El,
the highest deity of Chaldea. Arguments like the way that God shows
himself to the Patriarch, even to eat with it as if it were someone
close, maybe a friend, are used to try to convince that it was El,
and not Yahweh. But who is El, the Chaldean god? El was the creator
of all things, omniscient, omnipresent and eternal. There are,
therefore, similarities between El and Yahweh. It turns out that
Moses received a response by asking the name of God, a scolding,
because God told him: I am who I am, as if to say, no matter who I
am. The first four letters of the answer of God, Yahweh, added
vowels to become pronounceable, came to mean a name for God,
devoted Jehovah, or Jehovah. Indeed, when God shows Abraham with
two angels (Gen. 18:1) He shows signs of kindness and
understanding, but in the end, you get angry with Sarah that she
had doubted and laughed at the prophecy in which God was the
mother, sterile and advanced age. When God manifests himself to
Moses, he says he appeared to Abraham, Isaac and Jacob as El
Shaddai (God Almighty), but by my name Jehovah was I not known
them. (Exo.6: 3) El Shaddai appears in another important moment in
the history of Judaism, when fighting with Jacob, the grandson of
Abraham, one night. In the end, when Jacob grabs him and asks to
know his name, God replies: Why do you ask my name? before bless
him. Jacob, now Israel, baptized the place of Peni-El, or
face-to-face with God. The suffix El, God, this is once again the
story of Jacob, when God renews his covenant and reaffirms its new
name, Israel, announcing itself as El Shaddai, again, and Jacob
called the place Beth-El, or House of god. (Gen 35:15) The very
name Israel means the wrestler with God. There are several names
that keep the suffix El Ishmael (God hears), Daniel (God is my
judge), Rafael (Healed by God), Manuel (God is with us), among
others. Of course, the simplest explanation for the different names
of God and who He is, however, is that the same God has several
names such as Lord, Creator, Heavenly Father, Yahweh, El, and
Gabriel, among others.




 


           
Of course, the simplest explanation for the different names of God
and who He is, however, is that the same God has several names such
as Lord, Creator, Heavenly Father, Yahweh, El, and God, among
others. Many scholars advocate, then, that El is the God who spoke
to Abraham and that El is not the same God of Moses, based on
attitudes that El has taken in relation to the Patriarch, not only
when he sat down and ate with him, but also for having heard him
patiently, trying to save Sodom and Gomorrah, when he argued that
God could save the cities if there were just men and the Lord will
gradually accept a diminishing number of the righteous. God, in
this case, says he could not destroy the cities attention to the
righteous. Hardly the God of Moses never pronounces the word
attention for humanity.

 


           
Thus God is convinced by the words of Abraham to spare the cities
if there were just men in them, even though few, ten, as in the
biblical text, but after the incident with Lot, when the citizens
of Sodom wanted to know the two guests that he housed, causing him
to offer his own virgin daughters to the crowd instead of the two
angels, God decides to destroy the cities. In this case, the words
know no doubt about the intentions of the men of Sodom in relation
to the angels, of course, without knowing that the occupants of Lot
were angels, really wanted to sodomize them and he, to preserve
them has two daughters in a magnificent attitude. After that, God
destroys the cities, a la Lord, with much fire, smoke and sulfur,
recalling later appearances to Moses at Sinai. Certainly the
attitude of the inhabitants was the last straw and they were all
consumed by divine wrath. Thus, it is very likely that El and
Yahweh are the same being, the same God. When the city is being
destroyed, Lot's wife looks at the scene and is transformed into a
pillar of salt. In Scripture the reason for this punishment is not
explained, but the Midrash, a series of articles compiled in the
fifth century AD, which covers a range of information not present
in the Torah, and is made in informal language, there is a reason
for punishment: It would been Lot's wife who informed the neighbors
about the presence of two strangers in his house, she had left home
saying you need salt to the meal that would prepare for the two
angels, lying to her husband because there was salt in your home.
After telling a neighbor about the guests, soon the whole town was
aware of the presence of two men in the house of the nephew of
Abraham. Near the destroyed cities is the Dead Sea, which has a
content as high salt, ten times the level found in the oceans,
making it impossible to life in salt water lake, a salt which
continues today.

 


           
Abraham, after arriving in Canaan, will, soon after, to Egypt,
where there was famine. (Gen. 12:10) He then asks Sarah to pose as
his sister, and not by his wife, for fear of being killed because
the wife was extremely beautiful. No one knows exactly why he went
to the Land of the Pharaohs, but it appears that, being rich in
cattle, Abraham possession have gone to negotiate meat, milk and
implement a program to fight hunger, so much that, being abroad,
and possibly unknown, was received by the Pharaoh, who took as his
wife Sarah. Leaving aside the problem of old Sarah, after the fact,
Pharaoh is warned by God that the king ordered the immediate return
of Sarah to Abraham, under threat of further punishment. Enraged,
the Pharaoh complains because he was misled by the Patriarch, who
had said to his sister Sarah and expelled from Egypt. (Gen. 12:
1-20) Later, Generate, the same event is repeated, Abraham tells
King Abimelech that Sarah is his sister, and the king takes a wife,
repeating what happened in Egypt and God again intervenes and warns
Abimaleque that turns against Abraham .In this time, had Sarah, at
least 90 years. The question is obvious: how can a woman of 90
years lead to interest a man? Augustine must be certain: these
stories are not done chronologically.

 

 

 


           
After returning from Egypt, Abraham and Lot witnessing an argument
between the shepherds who worked for both. This dispute must have
started for some technical reason: cattle rustling, poor
demarcation of borders, personal squabbles or some other important
cause, of course, since, after discussion, asked Abraham to Lot as
separate and each take your cattle to a place far away from them,
after the Patriarch had asked his nephew that there was
disagreement between the two. As Abraham mained standing nearby,
going to Hebron. Lot ended up in Sodom, a choice wholly
unhappy.

Chapter 13 of Genesis says that the inhabitants of Sodom were
sinners before the Lord. Over the centuries, proclaims that the
sins of Sodom were a riot, no religion and the practice of
homosexuals relations, so that sodomite became synonymous with
homosexual. An individual was sodomized the individual penetrated,
and homosexuality, as old as humanity, was seen as an abomination,
so that in the law of Moses was provided and the death penalty was
used to the pair.

 


           
Apparently this is exactly what happened in the cities of Sodom and
Gomorrah. God himself goes to Canaan to see closely the behavior of
the inhabitants of two cities; such was the cry that went up to
him. He was accompanied by two angels came to Sodom, while the Lord
remained with Abraham after they had eaten and drunk, so he knew
what God intended, Abraham came to ask for divine mercy, if there
were just men in cities, in an attempt to save his nephew Lot and
his family. God accepts the arguments of the Patriarch and is
willing to forgive sinners, but after what happened to the two
angels cities were destroyed, but Lot escaped. The destruction was
so amazing, that the daughters of Lot acre have been dictated, they
Lot and the only survivors on earth, and to preserve the seed of
the father, lay down with him after he had drunk. For two nights
incestuously Lot slept with his daughters, but remembered nothing,
while both of them are born pregnant and Moab (Taken out of the
father) and Bel-Ami (son of relative of mine), parents of Moab and
Ammon respectively.



           Now,
Abraham, drawing on the Code of Hammurabi, including the
possibility of a man having children with a servant without
marrying him, if sterility of his wife, took Hagar the Egyptian and
had with her, Ishmael, his firstborn, long before the birth of
Isaac, thanks to divine intervention, as both Abraham and Sarah
ti-containing, respectively, 100 and 91 years of age. Isaac was
born 14 years after Ishmael. When God reveals Himself to Abraham
again entirely to sign the pact to do it the Father of many
nations, the Patriarch was 99. God demanded that, as a sign of this
covenant, all men would be circumcised, Abraham had more than three
hundred of the employed and all were circumcised with him. Isaac,
born later, was circumcised on the 8th day of life, a custom which
still prevails among the Israelites.



            Interesting
is also the meeting, before the destruction of Sodom and Gomorrah,
Abraham with Melchizedek king of Salem. Salem seems to be the
ancient name of Jerusalem. Probably the spiritual capital of the
Israelites evolved from the small town, Melchizedek, a mysterious
character, was monotheistic mystics and many believe he is the
Messiah, who in Christophany is Jesus himself, in an earlier form.
According to tradition, Melchizedek had no father, mother, descent
or descent, as the Epistle to the Hebrews, probably written by
Paul:



(Hebrews 7:3) - Without father, without mother, without genealogy,
having neither beginning of days nor end of life, but made like the
Son of God, remains a priest forever.



            It
is this meeting that the tithe is first mentioned in the Bible.



 (Genesis 14:18) - And Melchizedek king of Salem brought out
bread and wine, and this was sacerdotal of Almighty God.



(Genesis 14:20) - And blessed be God Most High, who delivered your
enemies into your hand. And he gave him tithes of all.



(Hebrews 7:4) - Now consider how great this man, whom even the
patriarch Abraham gave the tenth of the spoils. (spoils of battle
just before the Valley of Sidin, which was attended by Abraham and
the more than three hundred servants of the Patriarch).



            Mysteriously
Melchizedek is no longer mentioned in Scripture, except in the
Psalms, then reappearing in the Epistle to the Hebrews.



           
As noted, Abraham is a rich character, having had direct contact
with God, Melchizedek, angels, and kings. Sojourned several
countries and left their homeland only through the confidence he
had in God. Answered God's call and went to do what was requested.
In the story of Sodom and Gomorrah, he argues with the need God's
forgiveness, if there were innocent people living in them, of
course he was interested in the salvation of Lot, his nephew, but
his effort was in vain, since God destroyed the inhabitants and
destroyed the two cities. That all the apostasy and the practice of
illicit sex. Homosexuality has always been considered an abominable
practice both the Scriptures and the Gospels, it is not for
discussing the merits because it is theological and religious
principles.

 


           
The fact is that Yahweh-God in his style, consuming cities. Lot's
wife ends up turning into a pillar of salt by seeing the
destruction, and the explanation of the Midrash is fully reliable.
The curious fact that Abraham was, twice, said, in strange lands,
that Sarah was his sister and not his wife, though she was, indeed,
both. really existed. Once again, the anger comes to knowing the
age of Sarah at times. The Pharaoh comes to Sarah's lover while
Abimaleque take it, probably to put it in his harem, but it quit
after being threatened by God Himself. The reason for the behavior
of Abraham is quoted by him: because of the extraordinary beauty of
his wife, he fears being killed if they know who are married, now,
as brothers, the situation would be more pleasant, and is actually
a narration that betrays interpreted thus: if a man with a
beautiful woman, was in foreign lands at the time of Abraham, he
could be killed to take his wife. If Abraham did this twice, it's
because the threat really existed. Again the indignation comes to
knowing the age of Sarah at times. If Abimaleque, Abraham was
rewarded handsomely, receiving the king's oxen and sheep, as well
as permission to be able to settle wherever he wanted and Sarah, a
thousand pieces of silver as compensation. Thus, it was a great
deal Abimaleque have been interested in Sarah.



            God
makes the covenant with Abraham and ordered that every male is
circumcised. Why this practice? Male circumcision as a ritual
(bris-milah) is closely linked to Judaism came from remote, in
ancient Egypt, where it was practiced long before Abraham, for
purposes of distinguishing one, usually a priest, and hygiene
issues. The foreskin is a thick skin, which produces a secrete,
smegma, , which means tallow, and lubricates the glands, but it is
a constant target of bacterial infections and in some cases is,
this secretion, with cancer of the penis. In Judaism, circumcision
is also associated with the covenant with Abraham, and, when cut,
the foreskin has the form of a ring, ring aptly termed the
alliance. The fact that the baby be subjected to circumcision on
the 8th day of birth is also important, so that if the 8 th day
falls on a Saturday, the circumcision is performed and it is an
obligation that if not met, could lead to death. On the 8th day,
the child already has sufficient levels of vitamin K and
prothrombin, clotting agents to prevent bleeding potentially
harmful if the circumcision was performed within the first 5
days.

 


            
The famous passage from Exodus in which God tries to kill Moses in
an inn when the prophet was traveling back to Egypt to free the
Hebrews, is because non-circumcision of Gershom, the son of Moses,
Zhípora circumcised the boy immediately to assuage the wrath of God
and Moses was saved from certain death. The fact is that until the
present, this surgery is part of Judaism and every boy is required
to hold it. Some tribes of aborigines in Australia and the Islamic
countries to perform circumcision, another name of
circumcision.



            After
the battle at Dan Abraham meets Melchizedek, the priest and king of
Salem. The priest, one of the most mysterious figure is related to
the Messiah and Jesus. Many theologians say that Melchizedek was
Jesus, before incarnating. Of course it is a touchy subject because
it involves two other non-Christian religions, Islam and Judaism,
but Christian tradition claims to be the same person as the priest
was not created nor begotten, and is eternal, words that refer to
the Trinitarism. Thus, the priest of Salem, an entity would be
eternal and uncreated, existing from eternity, just as Jesus is
described. The reasons for these encounters are symbolic, says the
text of Genesis that Abraham gave tithes to Melquesedeque, setting
this rate to keep the churches, temples, mosques and synagogues.
Subsequently, the tithe became charged and was inherent in
religious adherence, ie, all paid the tax, the tithe of their
religious institution. For Christianity, the meeting symbolized the
unity of the scriptures with the Gospels and predicted the advent
of the Messiah, in the case, Jesus, and the Patriarch of the
Covenant with God, Abraham.

            Fourteen
years before the birth of Isaac, Abraham was with Hagar, Ishmael,
since Sarah was barren. In Islamic tradition, the Arabs are
descendants of Ishmael, since a clear association with the future
of Islam, while Isaac is related to Judaism. Ishmael, with Hagar,
Sarah expelled after the birth of Isaac, in a move that sought to
ensure the child of Sarah ownership of property and religious
heritage of his father. Ishmael lived to be 137 years and had 11
children. Isaac had only two, the famous Jacob and Esau, twins, but
Esau came first pathetically who traded his birthright for a mess
of pottage and Isaac, then Israel, won the paternal inheritance,
including the spiritual. It was Isaac who came to the Twelve Tribes
and it was he who, in effect, made possible the existence of the
nation of Israel, and perhaps the second name of Judaism, second
only to Moses, that, if we consider that Abraham was not really
Jewish.

            Abraham
was tested by God in a truly cruel: to test the fidelity of the
Patriarch, the Lord commanded that he sacrificed his own son:



(Genesis 22:2) - and said, Take now thy son, thine only son,
Isaaque, to whom-but, and get thee into the land of Moriah and
offer him there as a burnt offering upon one of the mountains I'll
tell you.



            Abraham
did exactly what God commanded, and when your knife down towards
the young, an angel of the Lord interrupted the sacrifice, just
after God Himself praises the action of the Patriarch, in these
words:



(Genesis 22:16) - And said, By myself have I sworn, saith the Lord,
Because thou hast done this thing, and hast not withheld thy son,
thine only son.





            After
this dramatic fact, God renews once again, his covenant with
Abraham moves his family to Beersheba (well of the oath). This city
is today the largest in the southern region of Israel and is one of
the most important universities of the Middle East. Sarah died soon
after the 127 years and is buried in Hebron. Sarah's death was
connected in some way with the drama they go through Abraham and
Isaaque? You never know, but may be so, because something as
serious must have had some kind of impact in both young and his
mother.





            After
the death of Sarah, the patriarch then married Keturah and has six
children and Ishmael gave Hagar a place in the community, the
mother of a son of the Patriarch went to disrespect Sarah, who
decided to expel it along with Ishmael, and A-arm, even against the
will that these two were expelled, after listening to the con
-Council of God



(Genesis 21:12) - But God said to Abraham, 'Do not be evil in your
eyes on the boy and because of your handmaid; in all that Sarah
saith unto thee, hearken unto her voice: for in Isaaque be called
to thee .



(Genesis 21:13) - But the son of the handmaid will I make a nation,
because he is your offspring.



            So,
Hagar and Ishmael went to the desert and when they were the point
of dying of thirst, an angel of the Lord intervened showing a well
of pure water, saving them from a terrible death. By revealing the
angel prophesied that Ishmael was the father of a gran-nation.
Ishmael is the Patriarch of the Arabs and Islamic tradition
considers him a prophet and the father of the Muslims. After the
expulsion, were living in Paran and Ishmael married an Egyptian and
had with her 11 children: Nabaioth, Kedar, MIDs, Mishma, Dumah,
Massa, Hadad, Tema, Jetur, Naphish and Kedemah.



            Abraham
married again and his second wife's name was Keturah, and had with
her 6 sons: Zimran, Jokshan, Medan, Midian, and Shua Ishbak. But
the Patriarch left all he had to Isaac. In Genesis does not mention
that Abraham has met again with Ishmael before his death, when
Isaac and Ishmael buried him. Abraham died, with 175 years. At this
time, her grandsons, the sons of Isaac, the twins Esau and Jacob
were 15 years old.

 

 

 


           
Perhaps the most well known of Abraham's life is the almost
sacrifice of Isaaque, his only son with Sarah. Everyone knows this
story in which God to the Patriarch of the test, it requires
sacrifice yourself your own son. The amazing thing is that Abraham
accepts the challenge and will even deliver on what was requested.
A fact like this, cruel in the extreme, has no more moral basis to
be accepted peacefully as in the past, Abraham, who trusted in God
from the beginning, getting to go to a nation who did not know,
without relatives, friends or allies, because of the divine
command, ready to kill his own son to please the deity and it is
proved true. In fact, this amazing application does nothing to
improve the image of God, sadistic and vicious, it will turn fully
Moses.

 


           
 As for Abraham, then to sit with him, to make Sarah
conceiving a child under the conditions that generated it and to
pass off as friendly commits this monstrosity. Not much for
Abraham, conditioned to obey, but which may have produced in the
mind of Isaac, a teenager, is unimaginable. The boy must have been
disturbed in some way, without knowing whether the act was divine
or not. Coincidence or not, Sarah died shortly after the incident.
Abraham has proved his faithfulness to God through many other acts
and was not necessary for God to do with them; father and son go
through difficult moments like this. Without a doubt, this God was
Yahweh, the God of Moses.   

   

After the death of Sarah, the patriarch then married Keturah and
has six children.However, Isaaque is the heir and the other
children remain outside the heritage of the Patriarch. Much has
been discussed whether Keturah was the wife or concubine of
Abraham. In Genesis it is written, it was her wife (Genesis 25:1) -
And Abraham took another wife and her name was Keturah. Later on,
reads:





(Genesis 25:6) - But the sons of the concubines which Abraham had,
Abraham gave gifts, and he still living, sent them away from his
son Isaaque, sending them to the east, to the east.



            It
is clear that Sarah was considered the lawful wife of the Patriarch
and Hagar and Keturah were concubines. Keturah, of which little is
known, was also treated not as wife but as his concubine, as
Abraham almost nothing left for the six children he had with her.
In Chronicles we read: (I Chronicles 1:32) - The sons of Keturah,
Abraham's concubine: Zimran Zimran to the Jokshan in Medan, and
Midian, and Ishbak and Shua, and the children of Jokshan Sheba, and
Dedan. Thus, there is no doubt about the position of Keturah.

CHAPTER 5:





   ABRAHAM IN THE KORAN



            Abraham
is one of the major prophets of the Koran, the holy book of Islam,
revealed to Muhammad from the year 610 AD. Abraham is not
considered as a Jew in the book, and Isaac, Ishmael and Jacob and,
yes, as monotheists who received divine grace. (Koran 3:67)
According to the Quran, the Kaaba, cubical building in Mecca and
place of worship, where every Muslim should go at least once in
life, was built by Abraham. (Koran 2: 127 and 140) Ishmael is
considered the patriarch of the Arabs, and Isaac, the Israelites,
along with Jacob (Israel). The story of Abraham in the Koran is,
basically, as told in the Book of Jubilees and the Genesis,
however, there is emphasis on the upright of the Patriarch, when he
discusses several times even with his father:



(Koran 10:46) - I told her father: "O Abraham, perchance my gods?
If you do not desist, stone thee. Get away from me!




In the 21 th Sura, Abraham, young, destroying the Pantheon in
Ur, sparing only the largest (in size) idol and sentenced to death
by fire, but God protects him and he does not die burnt: Who speaks
in this Sura, it is God himself (Allah).



(Koran 21:54-72): Abraham said to them: No doubt that you and your
fathers, in manifest error. They said: You brought us the truth, or
are you one of the many jokers? He said: No, your Lord is the Lord
of heaven and earth. By God, I have a plan for your idols, after ye
party. Then he reduced them to fragments, but the biggest of them,
so that they might return to recall him. Then asked: Who did this
to our gods? He must be one of the wicked. 'We have heard a young
man who spoke them. It is called Ibrahim (Abraham). They said,
'Bring him to the presence of people to testify. They asked: Did
you, O Ibrahim, who did so with our gods? Said: No! It was the
largest. So question them, because if they can speak. So they
returned, saying to him: Verily you are the unjust. So, again fell
into confusion and said, 'You know they do not speak. Then Ibrahim
said unto them, happiness, and worship, besides Allah, who cannot
benefit you or harm you in any way? Shame on you and those who
worship other than Allah! You not understand? O fire: be coolness
with Ibrahim. And We saved him and Lot, leading them to the land
which We had blessed for mankind. And We gave him Isaac and Jacob,
as an additional gift, and all made righteous.



            




           
 In the Koran, it is Ishmael, not Isaaque, who is almost
sacrificed by Abraham. In place of sacrifice, Mount Moriah, has
started construction of the First Temple by King David, finished by
his son, Solomon, and housed the Ark of the Covenant. The Temple of
Solomon was destroyed by Nebuchadnezzar II. It was rebuilt by Herod
the Great, the end of the first century BC and was destroyed again
in AD 70 by General Tito, before becoming emperor.







            The
Islamic view of Abraham seems to be correct: He is not Jewish, and
yes, a Semite who, through divine revelation, begins to preach
monotheism, having to face many barriers imposed by polytheists.
There is, in history, any mention of monotheism before Abraham. In
ancient cultures, the pantheon was composed of specific gods,
harvest, love, rivers, and forests. Abraham believes that there
should be only one creator, one God and begins to attack the gods
of the Chaldeans to show that there is one God, which earned him
threats and even discussions with his father. The Jew is the
individual who is born of a mother, also Jewish and was not the
case of Abraham. Although circumcised at age 99, the Patriarch, and
Isaac was not really a Jew, as Ibrahim was not Muslim. There is
little doubt when it designates Jews, Hebrew and Semitic. Semitic
is understood by the descendants of Shem, the eldest son of Noah
likely, the Patriarch of the Flood, for the Hebrews, descendants of
Heber, who also came from Noah Semites and the Jews have not
changed all that their offspring were formed by Jews. Many tribes
of Semites and Jews and Arabs have become many, originated from the
Jews, or Israelites. There is also the definition that Jews are
descendants of Judah, one of the sons of Jacob Already, Israeli, it
is understood the descendants of Jacob (Israel). In the Egyptian
bondage, slaves, for the most part, were Jews of Arab nationalism,
Syrian, Phoenician, and Chaldean, and became, in the future, Jews
and Muslims. The identity of Judaism did not take place even after
the advent of Moses, who freed the Hebrews from Egypt. By law, the
Mosaic Law, the definitive identity of the Jewish people was
established. The Arabs remained a long time converting to Judaism
and then Christianity, until the advent of Muhammad and Islam. Many
Arabs understood to have been abandoned by God, who gave them a
prophet and not religious identity, problems solved from
Islam.



            Interestingly
the concept of Islam, the sacrifice of Abraham in Christianity and
Judaism, any who asked about it, do not hesitate to answer that
Isaac was the son offered a burnt offering to God. The word
Holocaust comes from Greek and means “all burned”, where ‘holo’,
and ‘full’ and “caust”, is ‘burned’. After the 2nd World War the
word came to mean the final solution of the Nazis against the
Jewish people. The fact that Abraham sacrificed Ishmael, not Isaac
has a special significance for Muslims who saw this act the
importance of Ishmael, and, if dead, the absence of the Arab
future. Salvation, therefore, also meant the salvation of the seed
of Ishmael. The Kaaba, Islam's holy place, is the first shrine and,
according to tradition, was built by Abraham and it is
al-Hajar-Aswald, the black stone, which is about 50 centimeters in
diameter and was given Abraham by the angel Gabriel. Many believers
q I relic is actually a meteorite. Anyway, the black stone is one
of the most sacred relics of Islam. When praying, Muslims face
Mecca, to the Kaaba and the black stone.
